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(1) Kalaignarin All Village Integrated Agricultural Development Programme
(KAVI-ADP)

Launch: Started in 2020-21, to cover all the 12,524 village panchayats in TN, in a span of
5 years, by selecting one-fifth of village Panchayat in a year for implementing the scheme.

Objective: To make all village panchayats self-sufficient by converting fallow lands into
cultivable lands, creating community water resources, thereby improving the standard of
living of farmers

Budget Outlay: 269.50 crore for 2025-26.

Funding pattern: This is a State Government-funded scheme. Funds are provided to
multiple departments through the Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Department as the
nodal agency.

Activities/ Key components

1. Village-level Agricultural Planning: Preparation of a Village Agricultural
Development Plan (VADP) involving all stakeholders (farmers, SHGs, Panchayats,
etc.). Identification of cropping patterns, water resources, and suitable technologies
specific to the soil type/village is part of the planning process,

2. Integrated Approach: Convergence of schemes under Agriculture, Horticulture,
Agricultural Engineering, Animal Husbandry, Fisheries, and Cooperation departments
at the village level. It also aims to form fallow land clusters

3. Infrastructure Development: Create community water sources and energise with
electricity or solar power, installation of a micro irrigation system for the community
and creation of water sources (digging a borewell) for individual SC/ST farmers.
Planting perennial fruit or tree crops and cultivation of short-duration crops are
promoted in the Panchayat/ village's fallow land. This scheme assists for the creation
of farm ponds, check dams, percolation tanks, construction of threshing floors,
godowns, and drying yards, lending loans through Cooperative Societies, and de-
silting channels, canals, etc.

4. Subsidies: 100% subsidy is provided for specific components like well-digging and
drip irrigation for eligible farmers. Distribution of coconut saplings, home garden
saplings, and vegetable garden kits at free of cost to eligible farmers. Preference is
given to small and marginal farmers, women farmers, and SC/ST farmers in the
selected 2338 villages.

5. Capacity Building and Farmer Training: Farmers’ field schools, exposure visits, and
demonstration of technologies are arranged under the scheme.

6. Promotion of Natural/Organic Farming: This scheme encourages low-input
sustainable practices and soil health management.

7. Promoting income generating allied activities: Dairy, poultry, goat rearing,
fisheries, and mushroom cultivation are promoted to supplement farmers’ income.



Subsidy Details
A) Through the Agriculture Department
1) Conversion of fallow land into cultivable land:

e C(learing bushes in fallow or dry land cluster, levelling and ploughing in
community/panchayat lands: X 3,840 per acre or 50% subsidy, whichever is lesser.

2) Promotion of Pulse sowing on field bunds: X120 per acre or 50% subsidy, whichever
is lower.

3) Field Demonstration of improving soil fertility by increasing beneficial
microbes: X 180 per acre or 50% subsidy, whichever is lower.

4) Distribution of Power / Battery-operated sprayers: 33,000 or 50% subsidy,
whichever is lower.

5) Training to the Village Agriculture Development Group, formed in the KAVI-ADS
implemented village, with 8-15 women farmers (Max 40 male + female farmers)-
assistance of X 10,000 per group

B) Through the Horticulture Department

1. Area expansion of Perennial Horticultural crops: Either 50% subsidy of X 60,000 or
X18,000/ha for one year, whichever is lower.

2. Distribution of Fruit Plant Kit: X 200 per kit- contains 5 fruit plant saplings with 100%
subsidy

3. Promotion of vegetable cultivation: X 7,500 per ha with 75% subsidy

4. Distribution of Coconut saplings: X 65 per sapling, maximum 2 saplings per family with
100% subsidy.

C) Through the Agriculture Engineering Department

1. Expanding cultivable area: By creating water sources, community water resources,
improving water storage structure and bringing fallow land under cultivation i.e.
digging borewell, installation of electric or solar powered pump set, providing
underground irrigation pipes for a cluster of farmers and individual SC/ST farmers
registered/ selected under AGAMT II scheme with 100% subsidy.

2. Rehabilitation and improvement of Panchayat Union’s minor irrigation tanks,
ooranies, ponds, supply channels and other water harvesting structures.

3. Distribution of power tillers

4. Rejuvenation of village open wells: Subsidy of 50% or up to X 2.50 lakh per well will
be provided under PM-RKVY

D) Through the Sugar Department

1. Distribution of bud chip seedling of sugarcane varieties (Co 0212, Co 11015, Co 86032,
CoV 09356, CoC 13339, CoG 6, CoG 7) @ 12,500 seedlings/ha with 50% Subsidy or X
15,625/ha, whichever is lower.

2. Distribution of single bud direct planting of sugarcane varieties Co 0212, Co 11015, Co
86032, CoV 09356, Coc 13339, CoG6, CoG 7 @ 2.5 tonnes seed cane/ha with 50%
Subsidy or X 5000/ha, whichever is lower.



Eligibility: Selected, eligible farmers, preferably small, marginal and SC/ST farmers
residing in the selected villages where the scheme is in operation.

Launch: FY 2024-25 with a budget outlay of X 206 crores.

Objective: To promote organic farming, enhance soil fertility, and ensure pesticide
residue-free food.

Programmes for 2025-26: Budget Outlay: X 142 crore with 15 key components.

1. Distribution of green manure seeds to farmers @ 50 % subsidy (X 1000 per acre per
farmer).

2. Distribution of Soil Health Cards to 4 lakh farmers, conducting 1,150 demonstrations
on Integrated Nutrient Management and 385 awareness trainings to reduce chemical
fertiliser usage and to increase the soil fertility.

3. Establishment of 18,440 Integrated Farming System (IFS) units to support the farmers
to earn a regular income round the year by integrating crops with cattle farming,
apiculture, vermi-compost production, etc.

4. Establishment of small, big and hi-tech nurseries and production of quality tree
saplings.

5. Encouraging organic cultivation by supporting third-year activities for 725 organic
farming clusters established during the year 2023-24 under Paramparagat Krishi
Vikas Yojana (PKVY).

6. Distribution of 20,000 Vermi-compost units, Establishing 500 permanent
vermicompost units (X 6,000 per farmer for vermi-bed creation), and Distribution of
Vermibeds @ 2 vermibeds per farmer @ 50% subsidy (maximum assistance X 3,000).

7. Establishment of 100 Organic Input Production Centres for farmers' groups (X 1 lakh
per farmer group).

8. Creation of 500 model organic farm plots to promote organic farming among farmers
(X 1 lakh /unit or X10,000/farmer will be given).

9. Distribution of 10 lakh neem tree saplings at no cost.
10. Distribution of 10 lakh Aadathoda and Nochi seedlings at free of cost.

11. Cultivation of Traditional paddy varieties with medicinal properties like Sivan samba,
Mappillai samba, Karungkuruvai, Karuppu kavuni in 7,500 acres (assistance of X
15/kg of truthfully labelled seed).

12. To produce and distribute 250 MT of traditional paddy variety seeds (50% subsidy or
subsidy of X 25 /kg of seeds- subsidy limit to 20 kg seeds per farmer) Nel Jayaraman
Traditional Paddy Conservation Mission.

13. Distribution of 5 MT of seeds of traditional millet & pulses varieties to farmers.

14. Promotion of Good Agricultural Practices through Farmers' Field School, benefitting
10,000 farmers, to enable the farmers to solve their field problems on their own, to
make them aware of the good agricultural practices and to improve the skills of
farmers. Enhancement of production in rainfed area: X 1,200 per acre will be provided,



i.e., for summer ploughing-X500 (50% Subsidy) and seeds distribution-X700 (50%
Subsidy).

15. Distribution of pest and disease calendar to 1 lakh farmers, to create awareness among

farmers for early identification of pests and diseases, and to take prophylactic
measures.

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(3) Welfare Schemes for Farmers, Milk Producers and Fishermen

3.1 Chief Minister’s Uzhavar Pathukappu Thittam (CMUPT)

Launch and Status: The scheme is a social security or welfare scheme of the Tamil Nadu
Government, intended to provide financial assistance and protection to farmers,
agricultural labourers, and their families under various contingencies (old age, illness,
death, etc.). It was originally introduced on 15% August 2005 as a social security scheme
for farmers. Later, in 2011, a revised/renewed scheme, “Chief Minister’s Uzhavar
Pathukappu Thittam 2011 was introduced, replacing the earlier scheme, Tamil Nadu
Agricultural Labourers - Farmers (Social Security and Welfare) Scheme, 2006.

Relief and assistance will be given for Landless Agricultural Labourers and their
families with benefits such as old age pension, maternity benefits, natural death
assistance, accident relief, funeral assistance and educational assistance under the CM’s
Uzhavar Pathukappu Thittam.

Financial assistance: Under CMUPT, multiple types of benefits are provided depending
on the situation

a) For Members

1. Marriage assistance: For eligible members’ children or spouses, marriage assistance
is provided (quantum differs for male/female). For example: Male: ~X8,000; Female:
~X10,000.

2. 0ld Age Pension: For members aged above 60 years, a monthly pension amount (for
example, X1,000) or a similar amount is given.

3. Temporary incapacitation period: Monthly assistance of 31,000 during the periods
of temporary incapacitation (for example, due to TB, cancer, HIV/AIDS, or other
terminal illnesses).

4. Accident Relief: Relief for death due to accident is X 2.0 lakh, & for disability due to
accident: X 1.0 lakh

5. Natural death assistance: If a member passes away naturally, financial assistance
(X30,000) is given.

6. Funeral expenses: X 10,000

b) For Dependents

1. Marriage assistance

2. Educational assistance: For the dependents of members (particularly their children),

assistance will be given to persuade education such as ITI, Polytechnic, diploma,
degree, PG, professional courses, etc. The assistance varies depending on the level of
education.

3. Grant to Orphan: Monthly grant (X1,000) to orphan children of farmer members who

died due to HIV/death by illness, till the age of 18.
4. Funeral expenses: Small sum to help with Funeral/ Eemachadangu aid expenses (e.g.,
X2,500).

Eligibility
e Main Members who can be enrolled in the scheme are: (i) agricultural labourers, (ii)
small and marginal farmers (including on tenancy) engaged in cultivation & possess

Wet land not exceeding 2.5 acres or dry land not exceeding 5 acres and engaged in
direct cultivation, (iii) inland fishing, and (iv) labourers working in plantations.
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Age shall be 18-65 years for the main membership

The scheme extends benefits to dependents of the main member (spouse, children,
etc.). Dependents who can be enrolled are: (i) Non-earning members of the family of a
registered farmer member, (ii) Wife or husband, as the case may be, (iii) Children, (iv)
Deceased son’s wife and children and (v) Parents.

Some benefits are only available to those with the membership card (for example, old
age pension for members above 60). So, the members must possess a ‘Uzhavar
Pathukappu Card’ / membership card under this scheme to avail of the benefits. Many
schemes and district-level portals refer to “Merun card” or “Uzhavar card” as
identification.

Implementing Agency and Enrolment

The scheme is administered under the Revenue (Land Reforms) Department of Tamil
Nadu.

The members of Uzhavar Pathukappu Thittam may get benefits under CMCHIS (Chief
Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme) as beneficiary.

Farmers can apply through any one of the following offices in their taluk/district:
Taluk Office (Revenue Department) / Village Administrative Officer (VAO) / Block
Development Office (BDO) / Assistant Director of Agriculture (ADA) Office

Special camps are periodically held to enrol members / facilitate applications. District
administrations also publicise the scheme and camps.

Farmers have to fill out the CMUPT Enrolment Form obtained from the VAO or Taluk
Office.

Submits the filled-in Form with all supporting documents. The Revenue Department
Officials will verify the landholding and agricultural status through Adangal/Chitta
records. Also, Identity & residence proof.

After verification, the farmer’s name is entered in the Uzhavar Pathukappu Member
Register.

Once approved, a Membership ID / Uzhavar Card (often maroon colour) is issued to
the farmer. This card serves as proof for availing assistances such as X1,000/month
old age or illness pension, X20,000 death assistance, 32,500 funeral expense,
marriage/education/accident/orphan assistance, etc.

Membership, is then activated in the official Uzhavar Pathukappu Thittam database
(maintained by the Land Reforms Department).

A mobile/digital application “CMUPT - Uzhavar Digital Records TN” is available. This
is intended for Government Officials to manage farmer data under this scheme.

Key Features

1. Under the scheme, a member in the family who are engaged in agriculture and allied

to agriculture such as horticulture /sericulture / the raising of crops, grass or garden
produce/dairy farming/poultry farming /livestock breeding/growing of trees/inland
fishing is enumerated as ‘Main member’.

Enumerated as a ‘Dependent Member’ in the family who depends upon the main
member.

Paralysis has been included in the accident relief category, and a sum of X 50,000 is
given as assistance.

To avail the funeral expenses, an amount of X 2,500, no death certificate is required,
and the amount will be paid immediately.
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5. Fine Arts, Teacher Education and Nursing have been included in this scheme for
educational assistance. Educational assistance can be availed under the scheme even
if assistance is obtained under another scheme.

6. Continuing assistance to dependent family members even after the demise of the
Farmer member.

7. During temporary incapacitation of a farmer member on account of TB, Cancer,
HIV/AIDS and other terminal diseases rendering the farmer member incapable of
doing work, the affected farmer member shall be provided a monthly Pension of
1,000 during the ailment till the disease is cured.

3.2 Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN)

e This Central Sector scheme is being implemented in Tamil Nadu since 2019.

e Under the scheme, an amount of X 6,000/- per year is transferred by the Government
of India directly into the bank accounts of the eligible farmer family (one person per
family), who own cultivable lands, in three equal instalments under DBT mode
(Aadhar Based Payment System).

3.3 Tamil Nadu Farmer Welfare & Safety Scheme
Eligibility
e Farmers / tenant farmers who are selling at least 1 MT of his farm produce in a

financial year through the regulated markets are eligible for the scheme.
e Age: 18-60 years

Benefits

e Death of Farmers / share crop farmers due to accident / snake bite: max. 1.0 lakh

e Loss of two limbs / two eyes: 375,000

e Loss of one limb / one eye / permanent disability: ¥50,000

e No premium payable by farmers

e Annual premium 10 paid equally by the Market Committee & TN Agricultural
Marketing Board

Contact: Superintendent / Supervisor of the nearest Regulated Market

Intimation: In the event of an accident or death, the claim application must be sent to the
Tamil Nadu State Agricultural Marketing Board within three months.

3.4 Peraringnar Anna Co-Operative Milk Producers’ Welfare Fund

The financial assistance provided to milk producers under the Peraringnar Anna
Cooperative Milk Producers Welfare Fund Scheme has been enhanced during 2025 as
detailed below.

Accidental death : X 4.0 lakhs

Permanent Disability  :3 1.0 to 2.25 lakhs

Marriage Assistance : 360,000 (for one girl child)
Educational Assistance :3 50,000 per child for 2 children
Funeral expenses :X 25,000
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Application Procedures

e To claim the Peraringnar Anna Co-operative Milk Producers Welfare Fund in case of
the death of a milk producer (member) of the Society, the family must submit an
application in Form No. III with authenticated documents (including FIR and Medical
Board report) to the Chairman of the Welfare Fund Committee, routed through the
concerned Deputy Registrar (Dairying) who provides a report in Form No. [V.

e (Contact the primary milk producers' cooperative society where the deceased was a
registered pouring member.

e The society will guide on required documents (e.g., death certificate, legal heir
certificate, proof of membership, milk pouring records, and possibly FIR copy, post-
mortem or accident report for accidental claims).

e The application is forwarded through the District Co-operative Milk Producers’ Union
to the Federation for approval and disbursement

3.5 Fishermen Welfare Schemes

These schemes aim to improve the socio-economic conditions of fishermen and their
families:

3.5.1 Welfare Package (2025): The Hon’ble CM of Tamil Nadu, Shri M.K. Stalin,
announced a X 576 Crore Welfare Package during April 2025. This package includes- Net
weaving and repair, Boat building and repair, Dried fish production, Ornamental fish tank
making and Boat driving training.

3.5.2 Financial Assistance Schemes

1 Special Allowance: An allowance of X 6,000 is provided to marine fishermen's families
during the lean fishing period, and X 8,000 as fishing ban period relief assistance to help
them cope with the financial hardship.

2 Marine Fishermen Savings-cum-Relief Scheme: This scheme involves a contribution
from both the fishermen and the State government, providing relief during the lean
months. The relief amount is X 4,500, which includes a fisherman's contribution of X
1,500. This became a State Scheme since 2022-23. Beneficiaries (marine fishermen,
below BPL, aged 18 to 60) across 12 coastal districts, from Tiruvallur to Ramanathapuram
and Kanyakumari, can apply for the scheme at the corresponding Assistant Director (AD)
Offices (Fisheries Department).

3 Savings-cum-Relief Scheme for Marine Fisherwomen: Like the above scheme, this is
also a state scheme since 2006-07. The relief amount is X 4,500, which includes a
fisherman's contribution of X 1,500. Beneficiaries (marine fisherwomen, below BPL, aged
18 to 60) across 12 coastal districts, from Tiruvallur to Ramanathapuram and
Kanyakumari, can apply for the scheme at the corresponding AD offices (Fisheries
Department).
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3.5.3 Insurance Schemes

1 Group Accident Insurance Scheme (GAIS): Implemented under the PMMSY by the
National Fisheries Development Board, New Delhi, this scheme provides insurance
coverage with no premium cost to the beneficiary.

i.  Death or permanent total disability  :X5,00,000.
ii. Permanent partial disability :X2,50,000.
iii. ~ Hospitalization expenses : Up to X 25,000.

2 State-Specific Insurance: The Fisheries Department, Tamil Nadu, also provides a
separate welfare scheme with the following insurance benefits for licensed/registered
fishers:
i.  Death or permanent total disability :%2,00,000
ii. Permanent partial disability :X1,00,000
iii. ~ Hospitalization expenses : Up to X 10,000

(6) Food and Nutrition Security (FNS) Scheme

Introduction: This is a centrally sponsored scheme, implemented by the M/o. Agriculture
and Farmers Welfare, Government of India, to ensure food security and balanced nutrition
by increasing productivity of major food crops, especially paddy, millets, and nutri-cereal,
pulses, and oilseeds, and promoting integrated nutrient management and sustainable
farming practices. In Tamil Nadu, this scheme is implemented in all districts under the
State Plan. Priority districts are the Delta, Cauvery basin, and rainfed areas for paddy and
pulses. Focus crops in 2025-26 are: Paddy, Millets (Cumbu, Ragi), Pulses (Black gram,
Green gram), and Oilseeds (Groundnut, Gingelly). The funds for this scheme are allocated
through the Department of Agriculture, Chennai, to the Joint Directors of Agriculture in
the districts.

Components of FNS Schemes in TN
FNS-Rice

1. To enhance the productivity of rice, restore soil fertility and increase paddy area in 9
districts, viz Pudukkottai,  Thiruvarur, Nagapattinam, Mayiladuthurai,
Ramanathapuram, Sivagangai, Thanjavur, Tiruvannamalai and Cuddalore.

2. Cluster demonstration with direct-seeded rice, rice-pulses cropping system-based
demonstration: input subsidy of X 3,000/acre.

3. Cluster demonstration of drought-tolerant / biofortified paddy cultivation: input
subsidy of X 3,000/acre.

4. Distribution of inputs like seeds of high-yielding varieties of paddy, micro nutrient
mixture, liquid bio-fertilisers, bio-control agents, green manure seeds and
Azadirachtin distribution to farmers.

FNS- Nutri-cereal
1. To enhance the area, production and productivity of nutri-cereals.
2. Major focus on sorghum, cumbu, ragi, samai, Kudiraivali, thinai and varagu.

3. Implemented in 15 districts in TN- Villupuram, Kallakurichi, Salem, Erode, Namakkal,
Karur, Dharmapuri, Krishnagiri, Madurai, Tiruppur, Dindigul, Virudhunagar,
Tiruchirappalli, Coimbatore and Thoothukudi.

4. Cluster demo, POP etc.: subsidy of X 2400/acre (1 demo).

5. Summer ploughing: subsidy of X 800/acre or 50% subsidy, whichever is lower.
6. Nano urea foliar spray: X 480/acre.

FNS- Coarse Cereal - Maize

1. To enhance the area, production and productivity of coarse cereal- Maize.

2. Implemented in 9 districts in TN- Kallakurichi, Salem, Erode, Perambalur, Cuddalore,
Tiruppur, Dindigul, Virudhunagar and Thoothukudi.

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(7) Important National Mission Schemes Implemented in TN

Below are important centrally sponsored schemes of the National Mission, implemented by
the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India, in collaboration with
State Governments.

7.1 National Mission on Edible Oils (NMEO)- Oilseeds and Oil Palm

The National Mission on Edible Oils Scheme is implemented in TN with two components
(i) oilseeds component under National Mission on Edible Oils -NMEO- Oilseeds and (ii) Oil
palm under National Mission on Edible Oils-0il Palm (NMEO-OP).

7.1.1 NMEO-0il Palm Scheme

The NMEO-OP was launched in 2021-22 to boost India's edible oil production,
particularly to expand the area of Oil palm cultivation in India.

The National Mission aims to bring 6.50 lakh hectares under the Oil Palm cultivation
in India, during the 2021-2026 period.

Mission Duration: 2021-22 to 2025-26 (five years).

Fund sharing pattern: 60 (Central):40 (State) for general States and 90:10 for NE
States.

Activities and Assistance in Tamil Nadu

Seed distribution/planting material: 100% subsidy, up to X 8,000/acre (for
indigenous seedlings).

Annual Maintenance during gestation period (first 4 years): 50% subsidy or X
800/acre/year (i.e, about X 21,000 over 4 years)

Inter-cropping in Oil Palm plantation: 50% subsidy or X 400/acre/year (for four
years)

Irrigation (digging a borewell) for oil palm: 50% or up to X 50,000 / unit as back-ended
subsidy.

Intercropping/input support: often 50% of cost up to specified cap (e.g., X 20,000/ha
for intercropping inputs in some notifications).

Purchase of machinery & tools for harvesting and maintenance, etc., such as oil palm
cutter, wire mesh protection, motorised chisel, aluminium ladder, chaff cutter, tractor
trolley: up to 50% subsidy on cost for specific harvesting/maintenance tools (vary
from X 2,500 /unit to X 2.0 lakh/unit).

Production incentive (“Flexi fund”): Incentive for yield of Fresh Fruit Bunches (FFBs)
above a threshold- X 1,000/metric ton of FFB for FFB yield = 8 MT/ha in plantations
aged 5 years and above.

Subsidy for establishing a small oil expeller/processing unit

7.1.2 NMEO-Oilseeds Scheme

Objective: The main objective of the Mission is to increase the production of edible
oilseeds (oilseeds) in India from 39 million tons in 2022-23 to 70 million tons by 2031.
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e Mission Duration: 2024-25 to 2030-31 (seven years).

e Fund sharing pattern: 60 (Central):40 (State) for general States and 90:10 for NE
States.

Activities and assistance in TN
1. Coverage in TN: 24 districts in TN
2. Crops covered in TN: Groundnut, gingelly, sunflower and castor

3. Promoting high-yielding new varieties and Distribution of inputs - Seeds of new
varieties (< 5 years from release) such as Groundnut (X 11,400/q), Sesamum (X
12,000/q) and sunflower (X 43,900/q).

4. Conducting block demonstrations: Groundnut (X5,600/acre), Sesamum and Castor (X
3200/acre) and sunflower (X 3600/acre).

5. Training to farmers (X30,000/training) and Farmer Field School (X
35,000/programme).

6. Promoting beekeeping (X 2000 per unit)

7. Post-harvest infrastructure support subsidy: 33% subsidy or X 9,90,000 per unit,
whichever is lower.

8. Setting up of Rice Bran 0Oil Processing unit: Subsidy X 50 lakh per unit.

7.2 National Mission on Organic Farming (NMOF) and National Mission on Natural
Farming (NMNF)

These are centrally sponsored schemes to promote chemical-free, ecological-based
farming using organic inputs and traditional knowledge. The Department of Agriculture
and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India, is the implementing agency of these Central
Schemes in collaboration with State Governments. The funding ratio is 90:10 (Centre:
State) for hilly and North-Eastern States and 60:40 for other States. The Tamil Nadu
Government has launched multiple initiatives to boost organic farming: cluster formation,
organic certification, market support, quality control labs, subsidies for inputs and
residue testing, and awareness programmes. In the 2025-26 Budget, the Tamil Nadu
Government made several announcements aimed at organic farming such as Creating
organic/natural farming clusters in 37 districts, full subsidy for pesticide-residue testing
for farmers practicing organic farming, exemption of certification fee for organic
certification, setting up quality control laboratories (in TNAU) in some districts (Chennai,
Thoothukudi, Coimbatore, Madurai) for organic produce testing, incentives/awards to
farmers who attain organic status such as ‘Nammazhvar Award’, cash prize, certificate.

7.2.1 National Mission on Natural Farming (NMNF)

¢ Implemented as 2 years programme during the FY 2025-26 & 2026-27.

e Creation of market facilities for marketing organic and natural farming products in
Government buildings like ‘Poomaalai Complex’.

e Creation of awareness on organic farming and necessary technologies in 37 districts
under ATMA schemes.
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Exposure visits to organic farms for 38,600 higher secondary school and college
students.

5. Scope certificate (C1 & C2) issued to beneficiaries of all 20 clusters. This scope

certificate is useful for internal marketing of their products.

Value addition of organic products, Brand building, sales point creation like kiosk in
public places and in ‘Uzhavar Sandhai’ for promoting daily sales.

Trade fairs, exhibitions, and local publicity for creating awareness among
beneficiaries.

PGS India Green logo may be used for the Farm/products under conversion (first 3-
year farmers).

PGS India Organic logo may be used for completely converted organic Farm/products.
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7.2.3 Organic Certification under Organic Farming Promotion Scheme

Description of the scheme: Under the Organic Farming Promotion Programme, Organic
Certification is provided to farmers who adopt organic farming practices.
The certification process is carried out through the following steps:

(i) Receipt and scrutiny of applications
(ii) Field inspections and
(ii) Issuance of organic certification.
Any farmer who wishes to undertake organic cultivation can register under this

certification scheme. All the crops grown by these registered applicants are eligible to
receive Organic Certification.

e Organic Crop Production
e Organic Food Processing
e Organic Trade and Export Activities

e Applications received will be accepted or rejected within 30 days, and the applicant
will be informed accordingly.

date of acceptance.

7.3 Nutrition Farming Mission (NFM) / Nutrient-Sensitive Agriculture Mission

Launch: New Scheme launched in July 2025

Objective: The scheme aims to boost production of nutritious crops (fruits, vegetables,
pulses) in Tamil Nadu, thereby enhancing both farmers’ income and nutritional security
for the people

Funding source: 125 crores from the Centre and State Government funds
Scope/Activities of the mission

e Distribution of vegetable seed kits (6 vegetables- tomato, brinjal, bhendi, chillies,
cluster beans and green leafy vegetables) will be distributed to 15 lakh families at 75
% subsidy.

e Distribution of Fruit plant kits: three quick-bearing fruit plants like Papaya, Guava and
Acid-lime will be distributed to 9 lakh families at 75 % subsidy
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Pandal structures will be established in 1200 acres.

Increase the area of vegetables like tomato, onion, moringa, brinjal, green chillies,
bhendi and green leafy vegetables in the peri-urban area (adjoining Chennai).

Promoting red gram as a pure and border crop or intercrop will be promoted in 80,000
acres.

Distribution of pulses kit- red gram, cowpea, etc., at 75 % subsidy.

Assistance will be provided for 5 new entrepreneurs who establish mushroom
production units in rural areas.

Assistance for the purchase of 4000 mobile vending carts.

7.4 National Horticulture Mission (NHM)

This scheme is a sub-scheme of Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture
(MIDH), Government of India.

It is implemented in 26 Districts from 2014-15.
Fund sharing pattern is 60:40 between the Centre and State.
Activities under the schemes are:

Promotion of Protected Cultivation

Establishment of Post-harvest Management infrastructure

7.5Tamil Nadu Millet Mission

This was announced as a five-year programme from 2023-24 to 2027-28, in 2 millet
zones. The agriculture and allied Departments will work in coordination to implement the
scheme. The target districts are: Dharmapuri, Krishnagiri and Salem (under RKVY); Other
districts (under FNSS).

Subsidy / Assistance

Summer ploughing in rainfed area: 50% subsidy or @ X 800 per acre; Maximum
subsidy limited to X 2000/- per farmer.
Formation of millet farmer clusters/group: X 1000/ group

Training for the millet farmers group: X 10,000 /training

Cultivation of minor millets: X 1600/acre as back-end subsidy
Minor millet minikit distribution: X 300/ kit (100 % subsidy)

Cultivation of minor millets as an alternative for water guzzling crops: X 1,250/acre
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e Under the scheme, 50 millet primary processing Centres and 40 millet processing
Centres were established from 2024 to 2025. Establishment of two Millet primary
processing units under Malaivazh Uzhavar Munnetra Thittam is in progress.

7.6 National Bamboo Mission (NBM)

e Funding Source: Centre State sharing 60:40.

e Expansion of bamboo area in Non-Forest Government/ Panchayat land- 100% subsidy
@ %1,20,000/ha (together for 2 years)

e Expansion of bamboo area in Non-Forest Private land- 50% subsidy @ X 60,000/ha
(together for 2 years).

7.7 Palmyrah Development Mission (PDM)

1. The Mission is being implemented from the year 2021-22 onwards to increase the
number of Palmyrah trees, to promote value addition in Palmyrah products and to
generate employment opportunities.

2. Seed distribution for planting through NGO/Panchayat in common / community lands
@ 50 % subsidy - 100 seeds will be given through Tamil Nadu Palm Products
Development Board.

3. Seedling distribution for planting through NGO/Panchayat in common / community
lands @ 100 % subsidy - 30 seedlings produced in State Horticultural Nurseries will
be given.

4. Support for setting up of Parks for the manufacture of value-added palm products: X
50,000 per unit as a back-end subsidy.

5. Established Palmyrah Research Station at Killikulam under the Tamil Nadu
Agricultural University (TNAU).

7.8 National Horticulture Mission (NHM) of the MIDH

What it is? The Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) is a Centrally Sponsored
Scheme (from 2014) for the holistic growth of the horticulture sector covering fruits,
vegetables, root & tuber crops, mushrooms, spices, flowers, aromatic plants, coconut,
cashew, cocoa and bamboo. The National Horticulture Mission (NHM) was also a
Centrally Sponsored Scheme, implemented since 2005-06 by State Horticulture Missions
(SHM) in selected districts of 18 States and 6 Union Territories. The NHM was subsumed
under MIDH since 2014 and kept as a sub-scheme of MIDH.

Fund sharing pattern: The new scheme, MIDH, has a fund sharing pattern of 85:15
between the Centre and the State. The fund sharing pattern of the old NHM operational in
TN is 60:40.

Implementing Agency: The National Horticulture Board (NHB) is implementing various
schemes under Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) in all States
and UTs. In TN, the NHM is implemented through the Tamil Nadu Horticulture
Development Agency (TANHODA). It prepares annual action plans and coordinates with
District level NH Mission Committee.
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Participating Districts: The NHM scheme is implemented in 20 districts,
viz. Coimbatore, Erode, Salem, Dharmapuri, Krishnagiri, Cuddalore, Madurai, Theni,
Dindigul, Trichy, Tirunelveli, Sivagangai, Ramanathapuram. Nilgiris, Perambalur, Vellore,
Pudukkottai, Villupuram, Kanyakumari and Thanjavur.

Crops covered: The scheme covers the crops such as mango, aonla, banana, cashew,
cocoa, chillies, turmeric, aromatic plants and flowers which are promoted through a
cluster approach.

Key Components and Activities
1. Nursery expansion & planting material production:

e For larger nurseries: For general category- 100% subsidy (X 30 lakhs/ha) or for
individual farmer 40% back end subsidy (X 12 lakhs/ha).

e For smaller nurseries: For general category-100% subsidy (X 20 lakhs/ha) or for
individual farmer- 50% back end subsidy (X 10 lakhs/ha).

e Development of infrastructure of nurseries: For general category- 100% subsidy (X 4
lakhs/ha) or for individual farmer- 50% back end subsidy (X 2 lakhs/ha).

e Production of vegetable seed kits and fruit sapling kits: For general/ cluster category-
100% subsidy (X 50,000/ha) or for individual farmer- 35% back end subsidy (X
17,500 /ha).

2. Area Expansion

e New planting of high-value horticultural crops: Cultivation of hybrid vegetables-
Subsidy of 40% or X 24,000/ha/farmer for maximum 2 ha.

e Assistance/ Subsidy of 20,000 for garlic and onion.

e High density planting of mango/ guava: 40% subsidy or I48,000/ha/ farmer for
maximum 2 ha.

e Planting tissue culture banana: 40% subsidy or X 42,000/ha/farmer (maximum 2 ha).

e Likewise, subsidies for other crops are available.

3. Promotion of mushroom cultivation

e For the general category-100% subsidy, and for individual 40% subsidy (maximum X
12 lakhs loan for creating infrastructure with back-end subsidy); Span production -
maximum X 8 lakhs loan for creating infrastructure with back-end subsidy.

4. Protected Cultivation

e Poly houses, shade net houses, plastic mulching, etc: For erecting square type green
house- 50% subsidy, maximum 2500 sq.m. per farmer (@ 500-600 per sqm).

e Erection of rectangle or cylindrical shade net: 50% subsidy, maximum 2500 sq.m. per
farmer (@ 355/sqm).

e Erecting bird scarring (protecting) net - 50% subsidy, maximum 10,00 sq.m. per
farmer (@ 25/sqm).

e Erecting of walk-in poly tunnel: 50% subsidy, maximum 800 sq.m. or 3 units per
farmer (@ 360/sqm).

5. Post-Harvest Management (PHM) Infrastructure: Assistance will be given for
creation of pack houses, low-cost storage, pre-cooling units. For example, in the year
2019-20 about 691 pack houses and 976 low-cost onion storage units were created in
Tamil Nadu.

Many capital items are
purchased through approved suppliers; reimbursements are made on production of
bills.

Subsidy will be released mostly as back-ended reimbursement or rarely as front-
payment.

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(8) Integrated Coconut Development Scheme (ICDS)

The Scheme operate as a sub-scheme under the Mission for Integrated Development of
Horticulture (MIDH). The Coconut Development Board (CDB), Ministry of Agriculture and
Farmers’ welfare, Government of India. In Tamil Nadu, this scheme is implemented
through the State Horticulture Department and the Coconut Development Board via the
State Nodal arrangements and District Horticulture Offices.

Activities, Subsidy and Assistance

Seedling production and distribution: Saplings of Tall, Tall x Dwarf and Dwarf x Tall will
be distributed as per the farmer’s preference at an outlay of X 4.8 crore. Replanting
and rejuvenation of senile, disease-affected and unproductive plantations- subsidy of
X 45 per sapling, a maximum of 100 saplings will be given per hectare.

Replanting and Rejuvenation: Removal of old, unproductive, diseased trees -
assistance of X 1000 per tree, maximum up to 32,000 per hectare.

Productivity improvement: Adoption of Integrated farming practice - assistance of X
8750 per year per hectare for 2 years (X 17500).

Demo: Demonstration on Integrated farming practice to improve productivity-
assistance of X 17500 per year for 1 ha.

Area Expansion: Subsidy of X 56,000 per hectare will be given.

Promoting multi-tier cropping with banana, nutmeg and pepper in Coconut plantations
to generate additional income throughout the year at an outlay of X 4.8 crore.

Management of Rugose Spiralling Whitefly infestation, including mass multiplication of
the Predator Apertochrysa and Encarsia species at Aliyar Nagar, Paiyur, Veppankulam
and Thirupathisaram Research Stations - X 4.46 crores.

Processing/value addition: The CDB provides back-ended financial assistance as a
percentage of project cost (typical earlier norms: 25% of project cost up to 50 lakh
for SC/ST/Women entrepreneurs).

Eligibility: Small & marginal coconut farmers, individual farmers, farmer groups,
entrepreneurs for processing units, nursery operators for seedling support, and Coconut
Producer Societies (CPS) may apply for the subsidy.

Fill the prescribed application form (component-wise) and attach land proof, identity,
nursery certificate (if seedling component), and estimates for processing units (if
applying for industry support).

Technical verification/field inspection by the implementing officer will follow.
Release of assistance as per norms (instalments/reimbursement).

Beneficiaries must implement an integrated package (spacing, inputs, IPM, irrigation)
and submit utilisation certificates whereever required.

9.1Sub-Mission on Agricultural Mechanization (SMAM)

About SMAM: The Sub-Mission on Agricultural Mechanisation (SMAM) is a Central
Government initiative to promote the use of farm machinery by providing subsidies for
purchase, establishing rental (custom hiring) centres, and increasing awareness. The
SMAM is implemented as a component of RKVY.

Funding source: The SMAM scheme has both centrally sponsored and central sector
scheme components. In the centrally sponsored scheme components, the Government of
India funds 60% of the cost, and the states’ share is 40% in all States except North-eastern
and Himalayan States and Uts.

Implements provided: Agricultural machinery and implements such as tractors,
rotavators, power tillers, paddy transplanters, seed cum fertiliser drills, power weeder,
brush cutter, chaff cutter, crop reaper, multi crop thresher, coconut frond chopper, baler,
solar driers and value addition machineries.

Subsidy: 50% of the cost of machinery for SC/ST farmers, small and marginal farmers
and women farmers and 40% for other beneficiary farmers. An additional subsidy from
State Fund @ 20% is provided over and above the existing subsidy of 50% for SC/ST
farmers, thus making the total subsidy to 70%. For small and marginal farmers of General
category, an additional 10% subsidy is given from the State fund for the purchase of paddy
transplanters and power weeders (so, maximum subsidy is 60%).

In case of purchase and distribution of value addition machineries for value addition of
various crop products, the subsidy ranges from 40 to 70%.

Custom hiring Centres: Under this scheme, custom hiring Centres for machinery with
high-performance, high-value agricultural machinery and equipment, such as tractors,
harvesters and drones, are promoted. Subsidy @ 40% is provided to Cooperative Societies
of farmers, SHG, Registered Farmers Societies, Rural Entrepreneurs and FPO for the
establishment of Block-level Custom Hiring Centres (applicable for all districts except
Chennai). Higher subsidy, i.e., 80% for these groups for the establishment of village-level
custom hiring centres/ maximum X 8 lakh per Centre (applicable to all districts except
Chennai, Tiruvannamalai and Villupuram).

Registration in Mobile App: The Agricultural Engineering Department is facilitating
farmers to hire Farm Machinery and implements from private persons to carry out their
agricultural works timely manner without any hindrance. The details of private
agricultural machinery owners are uploaded in the Uzhavar App. The Department is
assisting to create separate Mobile App for hiring private farm machinery/implements.

Farmers who availed subsidy assistance for the purchase of high-cost agricultural
machinery, including Tractors, must register in the Mobile App developed by the
Agricultural Engineering Department (e-vaadagai in Uzhavar App) for letting private
agricultural machinery on a hire basis, and they have to hire out the machinery for at least
100 days to the needy farmers.

Contact: Assistant Executive Engineer (AE) in the concerned project districts for getting
details of the scheme. Application may be made through the Uzhavar mobile app.
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9.2 End to End Mechanization

Purpose: Demonstration of ‘End to End Mechanisation’ in crops like paddy, maize,
banana, groundnut and black gram is being taken up in farmers’ fields.

Scheme Area: This scheme is implemented in all districts of TN except Chennai - Target
is 1550 acres during 2025-26.

Subsidy: One-acre field of one agri-preneur will be chosen to demonstrate the scheme.
100% subsidy will be given to the farmer for mechanisation-related works. However, the
farmer will bear the cost of seed, fertilisers and pesticides.

9.3 e-Vaadagai Services

Department machinery: The Agricultural Engineering Department has its own farm
machinery and implements. The Department is continuously purchasing tractors, other
farm machinery/implements from the funds of various schemes, including Sub-mission
of Agriculture Mechanisation (SMAM), Watershed Development Fund of Tamil Nadu
Watershed Development Agency (TAWDEVA-WDF) and State funds.

Hiring: These machineries and implements are given to farmers on ‘hire basis’.

Mobile App: The e-Vaadagai feature in the Uzhavar Mobile App is helpful in facilitating
farmers to book the required agricultural machinery and implements from anywhere and
to pay advance hire charges online.

Hiring charges: The hiring charge of bull dozer is X 1,230/hr, tactor (with/ without
implements) X 500/hr, paddy combine harvester - X 1,160/hr (wheel type) and X 1,880
(track type), sugarcane harvester with infielder - X 1,880/hr, Heavy Duty Chain Saw X
85/hr, Tractor operated pump set X 500/hr, etc.

9.4 SKkill Development Training for Operating Agricultural Machinery

Objectives: To create skilled youth for repair and maintenance of farm machinery, train
qualified operators for agricultural machinery, promote on-field machinery repair and to
generate rural employment.

Funding: Central Govt - 60% and State Govt - 40% from the schemes PM-RKVY, ATMA
and SMAM.

Training Details

1. Assistant Tractor Operator Training: Training related to repair & maintenance - of
agriculture machinery- duration 16 working days.

2. Agricultural Machinery Operator Training- Tractor, Drone, Earth moving and
Harvesting machines - duration: 27 working days.

3. Training on Entrepreneurial Opportunities in Agricultural Engineering
Technologies- 2025-26: To impart knowledge on agricultural entrepreneurship to
the youth, to enhance their entrepreneurial skills, and to enable them to
independently start agricultural enterprises, 5 days training will be provided
through the Department of Agricultural Engineering at the State Agricultural
Machinery Information Data Centre. Students, farmers and youth who interested
in agriculture can apply.
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Training Centres: Agricultural Engineering Department owned Tractor Workshops at
Vellore, Tiruchirappalli, Thiruvarur, Coimbatore, Madurai and Tirunelveli

Training Fee: Free of cost

Eligibility: Age shall be 18 to 35 years (age relaxation may be allowed up to 50 years?)

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(10) Schemes Promoting Solar Power for Agriculture

Tamil Nadu is promoting solar power schemes through the National PM-KUSUM
scheme for agriculture and State-level initiatives like the Chief Minister’s Solar
Rooftop Capital Incentive Scheme for residential users.

The PM-KUSUM (Pradhan Mantri Kisan Urja Suraksha Evam Utthan Mahabhiyan) is a
Centrally sponsored Scheme, which provides financial assistance for solar pumps and
power plants on Farms.

Another national initiative is the PM-Surya Ghar: Muft Bijli Yojana, which provides
subsidies for rooftop solar systems in the State.

The Chief Minister’s Solar Rooftop Capital Incentive Scheme offers a state subsidy of X
20,000 per kW for residential rooftop solar installations, supplementing the central
government’s subsidy.

The State also has broader promotion policies through the Tamil Nadu Energy
Development Agency (TEDA) and policies like the Tamil Nadu Solar Policy.

10.1 Chief Minister’s Scheme of Solar Powered Pump Sets

Under this scheme, the State provides subsidy assistance to farmers for installing
stand-alone solar-powered pumping systems for lift irrigation.

For the year 2025-26, there is a proposal to provide up to 1,000 solar pumps (up to 15
HP capacity).

The subsidy assistance is 80% for small and marginal farmers of SC/ST category, 70%
for other farmers of SC / ST 68radhan68 and 60% for other farmers.

The rate of solar-powered pump set approved by the Government is X 3.14 lakh for 5
HP, X 4.42 lakh for 7.5 HP and X 5.41 lakh for 10 HP.

Funding pattern: Union Government- MNRE Fund - 30% and State fund - 30 to 50%.

Department at the revenue division level for obtaining further details.

10.2 Solar Fencing System

To protect crops from animals, Solar powered Fencing systems are installed in
farmers’ fields with subsidy assistance

The fencing type may be (i) normal type with 5 lines, 7 lines and 10 lines of fence wire
and (ii) special hanging type of Solar Fencing units with 5 lines, 7 lines and 10 lines for
all animals, including elephants.

Funding pattern: 60: 40 (Centre: State).

Contact the Assistant Executive Engineer (AE), Agricultural Engineering
Department at the revenue division level for getting details.
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10.3 Solar Driers

To reduce post-harvest losses in agricultural produce and to ensure uniform drying
and to maintain quality, greenhouse-type polycarbonate sheet-covered solar drying
units are being provided to farmers with subsidy assistance.

This structure may be 400 to 1000 sq. feet and be used for drying various agricultural
products like Copra, Gingelly, Groundnut, Fruits like Banana, Amla, Clove, Ginger,
Chilli, Moringa leaves, Curry leaves, Herbal leaves, etc.

Funding pattern: 60: 40 (Centre: State).

Subsidy Assistance: X 3.50 lakh or 50% of total cost, whichever is less per unit for
SC/ST, small, marginal and women farmers and X 2.80 lakh or 40% of total cost,
whichever is less per unit for other beneficiaries (Note: Additional 20% subsidy for
SC/ST farmers from State Fund).

10.4 Agricultural Feeders Solarisation (Feeder Segregation) by TANGEDCO

The objective of the scheme is to convert existing agricultural power feeders into
solar-powered feeders to provide reliable, day-time electricity to farmers.

This is not a direct subsidy scheme for individual farmers. It is an infrastructure-level
solarisation project aimed at improving power supply reliability.

The indirect benefit of the scheme is that farmers will get reliable day-time power for
irrigation through solar-powered feeders and reduced power shortage. Issues like
load shedding and low voltage will be minimised.

This scheme is undertaken under the Centrally sponsored PM-KUSUM scheme

Fund Share: 30 % by the Centre, 30% by the State and 40% by bank or private
investment.

In some places, the work is carried out through public private partnership mode.

The Tamil Nadu Generation and Distribution Corporation (TANGEDCO) is the
implementing agency in the State.

The power utility TANGEDCO plans to power 1,685 agricultural feeders via solar
energy over the next 3 years, using segregated feeders for agriculture connections.

The idea is to reduce the cost of supply (which was high for agricultural connections)
and reduce losses in the distribution system by shifting to solar-powered feeders.

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(11) Agricultural Extension Schemes Implemented in Tamil Nadu

11.1 Chief Minister’s Famers Service Centre

e Announced in the 2025-26 Budget speech with an outlay of X 42 crores

e Its objective is to establish 1,000 Farmers Service Centres in the State with bank loan
assistance. These Centres will be set up in all the districts across the state (excluding
Chennai).

e The CM-FSC will act as a one-stop hub and will provide various services and support
to farmers utilising the expertise and services of agriculture graduate /diploma
holders (provides employment to them)

e The Centre will provide essential inputs (seeds, fertilisers, etc.) along with expert
guidance on enhancing crop productivity, pest and disease management, the adoption
of modern technologies, and value addition techniques.

e The scheme envisages employing unemployed agricultural graduates and diploma
holders. Their age limit shall be between 20 and 45 years, and they should hold a
degree/diploma Certificate in agriculture/horticulture/Agri Engineering.

e The applicants cannot be currently employed in government or government-aided
institutions and should know computer operations.

e The title of the firm of entrepreneurs who got a loan for establishing the service centre
should be on his/her individual name.

e Subsidy will be available for one person in a family.

e The eligible applicant should prepare a detailed project report-DPR (of about X 10-20
lakhs), apply via banks (to get sanction), and then register on the AGRISNET portal
(www.agrinet.tn.gov.in/KaviaDP /register/getOTP) to claim the subsidy.

e Cost of establishing one Farmer Service Centre is about X 20 to 30 lakhs, out of which
30% subsidy will be given (i.e., X 3 to 6 lakhs per Centre) to the eligible applicant.

e Training for the Centre operators will be provided through District Farmers’ Training
Centres and KVKs.

e There will be a State-level monitoring committee to oversee implementation.
11.2 Village Outreach Campaign / Uzhavarai Thedi Velanmai -Uzhavar Nalathurai

e The Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Thiru M.K. Stalin has launched the project
“Uzhavarai Thedi Velanmai -Uzhavar Nalathurai/2 peauen s Cs1q GeuemessrenLo-
2 1paIlT hevdhglenm” on 29th May 2025.

e The purpose of this campaign is to bring agricultural technical advice, awareness of

schemes, and services directly to farmers in their revenue villages rather than
expecting them to visit district/block offices.

e This scheme is designed to enable the Block Level Officials of the Department of
Agriculture, Horticulture, Agricultural Engineering, Agricultural Marketing,
Sericulture, Fisheries, subordinate departments such as Animal Husbandry,
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Cooperative Department, and scientists of the Agricultural Science Institute to meet
farmers twice in a month (usually on the 2nd and 4t Friday of the month) directly
in their revenue villages and provide them with necessary advice, as well as to
highlight crop-related technologies and subordinate sector schemes/programmes
that will take agriculture to the next level.

Target: To cover 17,166 revenue villages.

11.3 Uzhavar Aluvalar Thodarbu Thittam (UATT 2.0)

It's an extension service mechanism of the Tamil Nadu Government aimed at
improving farmers-Officers interaction, disseminating agricultural technologies,
giving farmers information about ongoing Govt. schemes, and enhancing extension
services in the villages.

UATT-2.0 is implemented during the FY 2024-25 and 2025-26.

Under the scheme, “lead farmers” are identified in each village panchayat (often 10
farmers, including at least 2 from SC/ST) who are trained and act as link-persons
between the agriculture / horticulture extension officers and other farmers in the
village.

Extension officers (AAO / AO / Deputy Aos / Horticulture Officers, etc.) are supposed
to visit village panchayats on a fixed schedule (fortnightly for some officers, once a
month for others) and log details of visits, give guidance, and collect feedback.

Monitoring via digital tools: The UATT App is used by extension functionaries to
upload details of visits, photos, etc. Dashboards exist for tracking.

What Changes / Enhancements in UATT 2.0?

The UATT 2.0 version of the scheme introduces some changes or enhancements over the
original.

11.5 One Village- One Crop Demonstration

1) The objective of the programme is to demonstrate improved agro-technologies,
covering technologies such as land preparation, use of high-yielding varieties, seed
treatment, sowing, integrated nutrient management and other agricultural technologies
in 15,280 revenue villages, selecting one crop per village with an area of 5 to 10 acres.

2) Under this programme, permanent ‘Pest Monitoring Plots’ will be laid out in the fields
to distinguish between beneficial and harmful insects and recommend effective plant
protection measures to the farmers

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(12) Schemes/ Programmes related to Seed Quality and Certification

12.1 Seed Certification Programme

This scheme ensures that seeds produced in the state meet prescribed quality
standards.

Under the Seed Certification Scheme, farmers or seed producers or any individual
belonging to government, government-aided, or private institutions who wishes to
produce certified seeds may register them with the Seed Certification Department and
undertake certified seed production.

The process of seed certification involves:

1. Field inspections during crop growth.

2. Post-harvest inspection during seed cleaning and bagging.
3. Sampling and laboratory analysis of seed quality.

4. Certification tags issued only for seeds that pass all tests.

The decision regarding acceptance/rejection of the application will be intimated to the
applicant within 15 days.

The crops/varieties notified u/s 5 of the Seeds Act, 1966 are eligible for certification.

For each application, a fee of X 25 is charged towards ‘sowing report registration’. The
fees for field inspection and laboratory analysis are collected separately, depending on
the crop and the area.

The benefit of the scheme is that farmers receive assured quality seeds, which
improves productivity and reliability.

12.2 Seed Quality Control Programme

This scheme regulates the sale of seeds in the market.

Seed selling outlets must obtain licenses from the Deputy Directors / Seed Inspection
Officers, Govt. of Tamil Nadu. License for seed sale in the State is issued under the Seed
(Control) Order, 1983.

Regular inspections are carried out, and seed samples are tested. Complaints about
poor-quality seeds are investigated, and legal action is taken against violators.

To establish a seed selling outlet, a license fee of X 1,000 must be paid, and for renewal
of the license, a fee of X 500 must be remitted.

The decision regarding acceptance/rejection of the application will be intimated to the
applicant within 30 days.

The benefit is that farmers are protected from spurious or substandard seeds, ensuring
trust in the seed market.

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12.3 Seed Testing Scheme

This scheme provides laboratory testing of seed samples for quality parameters such
as Seed Purity, germination percentage, moisture content, and genetic identity.

International certificates (Orange and Blue ISTA certificates) are issued for export
purposes.

DNA fingerprinting is used for testing varietal purity testing in crops like rice.

Benefits: Farmers and companies can verify seed quality scientifically, and exporters
can access international markets.

Anyone who wishes to test seed samples may send them to the notified seed testing
laboratories. The testing fee is X 80 per seed sample.

As indicated under the Seeds Act, 1966, the results of seed testing for the crop species
specified in schedule 1 to 4 will be communicated within 30 days. For other crops, as
specified under the Seeds (Control) Order, 1983, the seed testing results will be
communicated within 60 days,

For obtaining the Orange International Seed Certificate and Blue International Seed
Certificate, samples must be sent to the Government Seed Testing Laboratory at
Coimbatore, which is accredited by the International Seed Testing Association (ISTA).

The fee for the Orange International Seed Certificate is ¥4,000 per sample.
The fee for the Blue International Seed Certificate is 32,000 per sample.

For DNA fingerprinting of specific rice varieties, samples may be sent to the Govt. DNA
Fingerprinting Laboratory at Coimbatore. The testing fee is ¥ 1,400 per sample

Contact: For obtaining international certification contact the Seed Testing Officer,
Government Seed Testing Laboratory, Coimbatore. For general seed testing contact the
respective Regional Seed Testing Officers or the Assistant Director of Seed Certification
(Seed Analyst, Coimbatore).

12.4 Production of Quality / Certified Seeds

The Tamil Nadu State Seed Development Agency (TANSEDA) is operating 33 State
Seed Farms (SSF), 1 State Pulses Multiplication Farm (SPMF), and 6 State Oilseed
Farms (SOSF), which cater to the foundation seed requirement of the state.

Target: During 2025-26 about 39,500 tons of paddy, millets, pulses and oilseeds will
be produced in farmers’ field and procured with a budget estimate of X 250 crores.

Also, plan to establish 7 State Seed Processing Units with a budget outlay of X 15.05
crores.

For the first time, it was announced to use the 4,451 PACs in Tamil Nadu for the
distribution of certified seeds along with fertilisers and other inputs to the farmers.
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12.5 Sub-Mission of Seeds and Planting Materials

This is a centrally sponsored scheme, implemented in Tamil Nadu.

During 2024-25, about 10,630 MT of certified seeds of paddy, millets, pulses and
oilseeds have been distributed at subsidised cost.

Distribution of Foundation / Certified seeds of paddy, millets, pulses and oilseeds at
subsidised cost to farmers (50% subsidy for paddy and millet seeds -Foundation and
Certified seeds & 60% subsidy for pulses and oilseeds) are also undertaken under the
scheme.

12.6 Training Scheme on Certified Seed Production and Quality Control

Training is offered to government, quasi-government, and private seed producers, as
well as seed sellers.

This scheme provides training on:

1. Certified seed production techniques and
2. seed quality control measures.

No fee is charged for the training.

The benefit is capacity building of farmers, producers, and sellers gain knowledge
about modern seed technologies and quality assurance.

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(13) Schemes related to Agriculture Marketing, Post-Harvest Processing
and Value Addition

The Tamil Nadu Government’s post-harvest management initiatives are implemented
through several schemes such as:

Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF)

Tamil Nadu Irrigated Agriculture Modernisation Project (TNIAMP)

Supply Chain Management Project (SCMP)

National Agricultural Development Programme (NADP)

Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PM-KSY)

Value chain development programmes of the Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSME) Department.

These schemes focuses on the modernising markets, establishing primary processing
centres (PPCs), forming new farmer producer organisations (FPOs), and creating value
chains for various crops like rice and mangoes.

13.1 AGMARK Quality Certification

e AGMARK is a government-backed quality certification for agricultural products in
India, legally enforced under the Agricultural Produce (Grading and Marking) Act,
1937 (amended in 1986). The aim of the AGMARK Certification is to provide
unadulterated food products to consumers and ensure consumers’ trust.

e AGMARK Certificate is issued for the ‘notified agricultural products’, and by the
Directorate of Marketing and Inspection (DMI), Government of India.

e AGMARK Certification is a voluntary scheme, but but highly recommended for
consumer credibility as AGMARK Certification/Standards are widely adopted for both
domestic trade and exports.

e In Tamil Nadu, the Department of Agricultural Marketing & Agri Business operates 30
State Agmark Grading Laboratories and one Principal Laboratory which are involved
in grading commodities like rice, pulses, ghee, honey, ground spices, whole spices,
sago, vegetable oils, gram flour, compounded asafoetida, etc

AGMARK Certification Process in Tamil Nadu (Apply in-person)

1. Visit to the nearest field Office of the Directorate of Marketing & Inspection (DMI)
(Regional Office located in Chennai)

2. Get the required Application Form or download the it.

Submit the filled application (2 copies) along with required documents

4. Enclose application fee & registration fee (DD) in accordance with the nature of the
commodity.

5. The Authority will scrutinize the application and send an acknowledgement to the
applicant if the application is in order.

6. Then, this application will be processed internally, i.e. it will be moved to the
respective authority for verification of the necessary infrastructure.

7. The approved Chemist tests the raw material and the processed commodity as per the

norm before getting it packed in a suitable packing materials / container.

Samples are tested in State Agmark Grading Laboratories (SAGLs) across Tamil Nadu.

9. The verification/ inspection report will be sent to the certification division.
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10.If all norms are complied with by the applicant, the authorities will issue AGMARK
certification.
11. The applicant will also get SMS from the DMI.

13.2 Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF)

Introduction: The Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF) is a Central Sector Scheme
launched by the Government of India in 2020 as part of the Atmanirbhar Bharat package.
This scheme is implemented in Tamil Nadu since 2020 to boost agricultural and allied
infrastructure. Under the AIF provides medium- to long-term debt financing facility
enabling farmers, agribusinesses, FPOs, SHGs, PACS and other stakeholders to create
post-harvest and value-chain infrastructure such as warehouses, cold storage, silos,
grading units, packhouses, etc.

Scheme Periods: 2020-21 to 2032-33
Benefits/ Features

e Credit for post-harvest infrastructure such as warehouses and silos, cold storage and
ripening chambers, sorting, grading and packaging units, supply-chain and logistics
facilities, custom hiring centres and other value-chain facilities

e Loan up to X2 crore per eligible project with 3% interest subvention
e Credit Guarantee under CGTMSE for loans up to X2 crore (govt. pays guarantee fee)
e Repayment up to 7 years (with moratorium up to 2 years)

Eligible Applicants: Individua Farmers, FPOs, SHGs, Agripreneurs/Start-up, PACS, State
Agencies, PPP projects, etc.

Nodal Department: The Agricultural Marketing & Agri Business Department is the nodal
agency for processing and value-addition projects.

Approval: Within 2 months.

1. Farmers and FPOs may first approach the District Joint Director of Agriculture or
District Agri Business Center. They will guide in preparing proposals and linking with
banks under AIF.

2. The Cooperatives/PACS officials may contact the Registrar of Cooperative Societies
through District Offices. They may apply directly through the web portal
https://agriinfra.dac.gov.in/.

3. The entrepreneurs/startups may contact the Agricultural Marketing & Agri Business
Department for processing and value-addition projects.
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13.2.1 Establishment of 100 Value Addition Centers in Tamil Nadu (2025 Initiative)

In September 2025, as part of the Tamil Nadu Agriculture Budget 2025-26, the state
government launched a dedicated scheme to establish 100 Value Addition Centres
across Tamil Nadu. This initiative supports processing, packaging, and marketing of
agricultural produce, targeting farmers, FPOs/FPCs, SHGs, and agri-entrepreneurs.

Key Benefits
o Capital subsidy: 25% of project cost (for projects up to X10 crore).

o Additional subsidy: +10% (total 35%) for centers in industrially backward blocks (as
per MSME schedule), women entrepreneurs, or enterprises promoted by SC/ST
categories.

e Maximum subsidy capped at X1.5 crore.
e Interest subvention: 5% for all beneficiaries for 5 years.

e Focus on secondary/tertiary processing (e.g., puree, powders, oils, flakes, snacks from
crops like tomato, chilli, turmeric, banana, mango, drumstick, jasmine, millets).

Projects requires bank-approved reports and are evaluated by District Technical
Committees and a State Level Project Approval Committee.

Subsidy releases in instalments (60% initial, 40% later).

This scheme can converge with central schemes like AIF for enhanced benefits (e.g,
combining state subsidy with AIF's interest subvention and credit guarantee)

13.3 electronic National Agriculture Market (eNAM)

e In Tamil Nadu, eNAM is being implemented in 157 Regulated Markets.

e During 2025-26, about 56 Regulated Markets will be linked with the electronic
National Agricultural Market (eNAM) platform.

e Through eNAM 219, agricultural commodities, including coconut, are traded
e To facilitate online trading in all the Regulated Markets of the State, a Unified Single
License is issued to the traders.

13.4 National Agriculture Development Project (NADP)

e NADP is the Centrally Sponsored Scheme with 60% (Central): 40% (State) share.

e Infrastructure such as Cold Storages, Specialised Market Complex, Market Complex
with Cold Storage, Input shops, Spice Complex, Storage Godown, Transaction Shed,
Rural Business Hub, Ripening Chamber, Drying Yard, e-learning Centre and
Machinery/Equipment have been established under the NADP scheme since 2008-09,
and it is being utilised by the farmers.

e To enable farmers to store their produce during down market prices and get
remunerative prices when the price is reasonable, so far, 111 cold storage units were
constructed under NADP, RIDF (rural infrastructure development fund) and APEDA
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(agricultural and processed food products export development authority) Schemes all
over Tamil Nadu with a total capacity of 13,565 MT, and they are in use.

e In addition, 3,908 MTs of Cold Storage structures are established in the Primary
Processing Centres and 54 MTs of Cold Storage in Uzhavar Sandhai.

e The total capacity of cold storage in the State as of March 2025 is 17527 MT.
13.5 National Horticulture Mission (NHM) of the MIDH

Under the mission, creation of Pack-houses, integrated pack-houses, pre-cooling units,
cold rooms, ripening chambers, mobile/fixed sorting-grading-packing units, small-scale
processing units (juices, pulps), and capacity building for PHM are supported.

Assistance / Subsidy pattern (irrespective of schemes)

1. Primary processing centre (Pack house) construction: Basic Unit- Facilities such as
grading tables, washing units, and small cold-storage rooms. Subsidy @ 50 % of the total
cost, subject to a maximum of X 12.50 lakh per unit of 9 m x 6 m size.

2. Integrated pack house construction: Facilities include washing, grading, drying, and
packing machines. Subsidy @ 35 % of the total cost, with a maximum of X 56.00 lakh per
18 m x 22 m unit. Given as credit-linked back-ended subsidy.

3. Cold storage construction: Credit-linked back-ended subsidy @35%. Maximum
assistance of X 12.25 lakh per unit.

4. Ripening chamber Construction: Credit-linked back-ended subsidy @ 35%. X 1.75 lakh
per metric ton (MT) capacity, limited to 6 MT per unit.

5. Reefer vehicle (Refrigerated Van) procurement: 50% subsidy, limited to 1,000 MT
capacity per beneficiary.

o 5-25MT :35,000 / MT
o 25-500 MT :3 4,000 / MT
o 500-1,000 MT :33,000 / MT

6. Cold room construction: Type II cold room, credit-linked back-ended subsidy @ 35%.

7. Reefer transport vehicle operation: Subsidy for the hilly region @ X 3,360 per MT.
Maximum assistance up to 5,000 MT capacity per beneficiary.

8. Cold-chain transport vehicle (Insulated truck): Subsidy for the hilly region. Credit-linked
back ended subsidy of 35 %. X 10.85 lakh per 14 MT capacity truck. Maximum limit-4 MT.

9. Urban marketing facilities: Urban Farmers’ Market Stall- 50% subsidy, limited to
15,000 per unit.

13.6 Pledge Loan for Farmers and Traders

Benefits to farmers

e Farmers can store their produce in regulated market godowns for up to 6 months

e Turmeric farmers can store their produce up to 1 year

e This kind of loan will helps farmers to meet their immediate cash needs and facilitate
them to prepare for next cropping season.

e Small and marginal farmers may get pledge loan up to 75% of their produce value
while other farmers may get up to 50% (or maximum of X5 lakhs)

o Nointerest for first 15 days but 5% interest is charged after 15 days.
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Benefits to traders

Traders who purchase agricultural produce in the regulated markets are provided
with pledge loans, enabling them to make immediate payments to farmers.

This loan helps the traders to make immediate payments to farmers.

Loan up to 50% of stock value or X2 lakh, at 9% interest.

Traders can store the purchased farm produces up to 6 months in the godowns.

Eligibility: Farmers who are selling their farm produce through regulated markets and
Licensed traders who purchase the produce in the regulated markets.

13.7 Pradhan Mantri Kisan SAMPADA Yojana (PMKSY)

PMKSY is a central-sector scheme implemented by the Ministry of Food Processing
Industries (MoFPI). This Scheme is extended until 31 March 2026.

To implement the scheme, the Central Government provides Grants-in-aid to the State
Government

This scheme focuses on creating and modernising food processing infrastructure such
as Integrated Cold Chain and Value Addition Infrastructure, Food Processing and
Preservation capacities, such as mega food parks and agro-processing clusters, Food
Safety and Quality Assurance infrastructure, including food testing laboratories, to
increase farmer income and reduce post-harvest waste.

An additional scheme called Operation Greens (0G) was added to the PMKSY
in November 2018. It focused on stabilizing prices of 10 fruits (Mango, Banana, Apple,
Pineapple, Orange, Grapes, Amla, Pomegranate, Guava, Litchi), 11
vegetables (Tomato, Onion, Potato, Green Peas, Carrot, Cauliflower, Beans, Okra,
Garlic, Ginger, and various gourds) and 1 marine product (Shrimp) by offering
financial help for transport and storage.

Another important component under PMKSY is the Multi-Product Food Irradiation
Unit. This is part of the Integrated Cold Chain and Value Addition Infrastructure
(ICCVAI) scheme. These units include facilities like cold storage, grading, sorting, and
refrigerated vans for transporting irradiated food.

A Mega Food Park has been established in SIPCOT Industrial Estate, Gangaikondan of
Tirunelveli district in 2025 with basic and core infrastructure facilities.

Delta Foods is established as a Private Cluster in Thanjavur. Its shared infrastructure
allows processing of traditional rice varieties, millets, pulses, edible oils, and ready-to-
cook mixes.

Several Agro-Processing Clusters have been announced for districts like Ariyalur,
Perambalur, Karur, Nagapattinam, Dharmapuri, Ramanathapuram, and Tenkasi.

The is a demand-driven scheme. An applicant can propose projects for processing,
cold-chain, etc. Entrepreneurs, FPOs, cooperatives, and processing companies can
apply.

Subsidy / financial support: Grants-in-aid or capital subsidy of ~35% of the eligible

project cost in general areas (maximum subsidy limit is X 5 crore). Assistance is
generally back-ended, i.e., provided through reimbursement mode.
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13.8 Establishment of Start-up in the Agriculture, Horticulture, Animal Husbandry
and Fisheries Sectors

Subsidy for establishment of Start-ups in the agriculture and allied sector will be given,
subject to the fulfilment of the following conditions.

The Start-up must be registered under the TANSIM and STARTUP India.
The Start-up may be either as private enterprise or as joint liability company.
The last 3-year average income of the Start-up should be less than 5 lakhs.

The Start-up should promote value addition, employment generation and direct
benefit to the society.

The Start-up should not be a subsidiary of large enterprise or a company spun off from
them.

It should not have any loans from the government or government-related institutions.

The applicant must be an Indian Citizen.

13.9 Supply Chain Management Project (SCMP)

This is a State-funded Scheme, first of its kind in Tamil Nadu, implemented in 11
Districts, namely, Krishnagiri, Dharmapuri, Coimbatore, The Nilgiris, Tiruchirappalli,
Dindigul, Theni, Ramanathapuram, Thoothukudi, Tirunelveli and Tenkasi.

This scheme will be expanded to eight more districts (Salem, Erode, Tiruvallur,
Kancheepuram, Tiruvannamalai, Cuddalore, Villupuram, and Karur) in Phase II.

The Department of Agriculture Marketing and Agri-Business is implementing the
scheme.

This scheme aims to integrate and strengthen the supply chain of fruits and vegetables
in the State. Under the scheme, grant/support will be given to agro-entrepreneurs for
setting up cold stores, custom hiring centres, mechanisation and establishment of
primary processing Centres (PPCs) that reduce post-harvest losses.

Till March 2025, 64 Primary Processing Centres (PPCS) were established in 11
districts with assistance from NABARD’s Warehouse Infrastructure Fund (WIF).
Facilities such as Pack houses, Cold storages, Storage Godowns and Primary
Processing machineries for cleaning, sorting and packing are available in the PPCs.

These PPCs are being operated by the Market Integration Partners (MIP), such as
Farmer Producer Organisations, Cooperative Societies and private companies.

An International Flower Auction Centre was established in Moranappalli Village of
Krishnagiri district. Facilities such as cold storage, auction centre, assaying, handling,
packing and training hall are established in this centre.
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13.10 Tamil Nadu Irrigated Agriculture Modernization Project (TNIAMP)

It is a multi-departmental project in Tamil Nadu, implemented by the State
Government in collaboration with the World Bank (WB) assistance/loan.

The project was approved in December 2017 with a World Bank loan of US$ 318
million (~X2,200-3,000 crore) to Tamil Nadu.

This project was originally for a period of 7 years from 2017-18 but has been extended
till 2 December 2025.

The project primarily aimed at irrigated agriculture, such as modernising
infrastructure, improving water use efficiency, encouraging crop diversification
(particularly away from water-intensive crops), enhancing climate resilience, and
improving market opportunities for farmers in selected sub-basins of the State.

This scheme also supports the creation of new Farmer Producer Companies, business
development for existing Farmer-Producer Companies, promotion of agri-
entrepreneurs and modernisation of Regulated Markets.

The Tamil Nadu Government has been supporting Farmer Producer Organisations
(FPOs) since 2014-15. About 1,274 FPOs have been registered in the state through
various implementing agencies such as TNSFAC (Tamil Nadu Small Farmers’ Agri
Business Consortium) and TNIAMP, and under various schemes NADP, NMSA, etc
(https://www. agrimark.tn.gov.in). Assistance is given to FPOs under TNIAMP and
other schemes are given below.

1. A start-up grant of X 10 lakh is extended to each FPO

2. Productive Investment grant of X 20 lakh is extended to each Farmer-Producer
Company

3. Business Expansion grant of X 30 lakh per FPC is extended to the best-performing
FPCs.

Market modernisation and digitisation of regulated markets in Srimushnam,
Kurinjipadi, and Sivagiri were undertaken under TNIAMP.

e-NWR (electronic Negotiable Warehouse Receipt) is being piloted in four selected
godowns.

13.11 Uzhavar Sandhai

Uzhavar Sandhai scheme was initiated in Tamil Nadu by the Hon’ble former Chief
Minister Kalaignar Thiru Karunanidhi in 1999, to promote direct marketing between
farmers and consumers by eliminating middlemen.

The daily price details of Uzhavar Sandhai are uploaded on the website of the
Department of Agricultural Marketing and Agri Business (www.agrimark.tn.gov.in )
and the "Uzhavar App”.

Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) certification was obtained for 93
Uzhavar Sandhai. The quality of vegetables sold in Uzhavar Sandhai is ensured by this
certification.

Shops are being allocated to FPO in 85 Uzhavar Sandhai.
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Delivery of Uzhavar Sandhai Vegetables at Consumers' doorsteps through an Online
Trading Platform will be undertaken during 2025-26.

13.12 Value chain development of MSME

The Tamil Nadu Food Processing and Agriculture Export Promotion Corporation
(TNAPEXx) was created to revitalise the food processing sector and create value chains
for farm products, aiming to increase exports.

During the FY 2022-23, the responsibility for schemes and institutions related to food
processing has been transferred from the Agriculture Department to the MSME
Department to boost value addition and exports.

The MSME Department under the Value Chain Development Scheme promotes the
creation of a value chain for crops such as rice, mango, banana, and tomato, including
post-harvest management, processing, and marketing.

The value chains will be created in the districts and for the selected crops in three
phases shown below:

o PhaseI(2024-25)- Ramanathapuram (chilli), Theni (Banana)
o Phase Il (2025-26)- Dharmapuri (Mango), Thiruvarur (Rice)
o Phase Ill (2026-27)-Dindigul (Guava and Tomato) and Nagapattinam (Fish)

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(14) Schemes related to Water Management, Watershed Development,
Rainwater Harvest and Dryland Development

14.1 Climate Proofing of Rainfed Watersheds in Salem and Virudhunagar Districts

Aim: The programme aims to make rainfed farming systems more resilient to climate
change through soil and water conservation, livelihood diversification, and community
empowerment.

Implementing Agency: Tamil Nadu Watershed Development Agency (TAWDEVA). The
Watershed Committees decide the required works and identify the beneficiaries for each
respective watershed.

Funding support: NABARD under the National Adaptation Fund on Climate Change
(NAFCC) and MoEFCC, Govt. of India.

Coverage: 19 micro-watersheds (Attur & Thalaivasal blocks in Salem, Sivakasi block in
Virudhunagar).

Beneficiaries: Small and marginal farmers

Duration: Originally planned from 2019 to 2023 (implementation of few components
have been extended due to seasonal and community mobilisation needs).

Key Interventions

1. Entry Point Activities (EPA): These are early engagement works meant to build rapport
with the local community and establish basic infrastructure such as borewell & hand
pump installation, pipe networks for drinking water supply, mini-tanks, renovation of
ponds and community water bodies, drinking water supply and public building support

2. Water harvesting structures: Farm ponds, check dams, percolation tanks.
3. Soil and water conservation: Contour bunds, vegetative barriers, trenching, etc.

Some of the activities undertaken in private lands are: reclamation and improvement of
fallow lands, spreading of silt, construction of farm ponds, fodder crop cultivation,
incorporation of crop residues and farmyard manure through ploughing, application of
organic manure, green manure, enriched farmyard manure and desilting of wells.

Activities undertaken in common lands are: construction of field bunds / sectional bunds,
establishment of bio-fencing, construction of medium and major check dams, water
recharge structures, seepage water ponds, desilting of village tanks and construction of
percolation ponds.

4. Afforestation & pasture development: Tree planting, fodder plots cluster formation.

5. Livelihood support: Dairy, goat rearing, horticulture, climate-resilient crop varieties,
alternate cropping systems, short-duration varieties, irrigation management
demonstrations, kitchen gardens and fish culture in farm ponds

6. Capacity building: Farmer training in climate-resilient practices.
14.2 Creation and Maintenance of Rainwater Harvesting Structures

Aim: To harvest rainwater and increase the groundwater level
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Scope of works:

1) Maintenance of existing water harvesting structures: To improve dry lands by
harvesting rain water and increase the ground water level, maintenance works (removal
of shrubs and desilting) in the existing rainwater harvesting structures created by Tamil
Nadu Watershed Development Agency (TAWDEVA) under Drought Prone Areas
Programme (DPAP), Integrated Watershed Development Programme (IWDP) and
Integrated Watershed Management Programme (IWMP) are undertaken by the
Agriculture Engineering Department. The structures identified by the District-level
Committee and approved by the District Collector are taken up for maintenance work.

2) Creation of water harvesting structure: The scheme also assists in creating new
rainwater harvesting structures, like community ponds, by using using the machinery
available with the Agricultural Engineering Department. Porambokku land is also
selected for the creation of new rainwater harvesting structures.

Project area: All Districts in TN except Thanjavur, Thiruvarur, Nagapattinam,
Mayiladuthurai, Kanyakumari, The Nilgiris and Chennai.

Priority Area:
1. New works- watershed area identified in the State
2. Maintenance works; Water harvesting/storage structures identified by the District
Level Committee which get the approval of the District Collector

Implementing Department: Agricultural Engineering Department, Tamil Nadu

Subsidy: 100% (State fund), for individual farmer 50% or a maximum of X 2.5 lakh subsidy
will be given as a back-ended subsidy.

Contact Officials: Block level Assistant Engineer (AE) of the Agricultural Engineering
Department.

14.3 Dam Rehabilitation and Improvement Programme

Objectives: To prevent fertile silt being carried away by the streams during monsoon
season by adoption of soil conservation measures in catchment areas and to stabilize the
water storage capacity of multipurpose reservoirs by reducing siltation.

Scheme Area: Vaigai Dam catchment area in Theni District and Mettur Dam catchment
area in Salem District.

Funding Source: World Bank Aided State Plan Scheme
Scope of works

e Field bunding with vegetation cover

e Stream maintenance works (stream bank protection walls)

o Wire fencing check dams (gabion check dam) and Check dams
e Silt monitoring stations.

Subsidies: 100% subsidy for all works.

Contact: The Assistant Executive Engineer of the concerned Project District.
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14.4 Desilting of ‘C’ and ‘D’ Channels

Aim: This scheme is implemented with an objective to ensure smooth flow of water in
irrigation channels and to facilitate supply of required quantity of irrigation water at the
correct time in the tail end of the river or canal basin command area.

Project Area: ‘C’ and ‘D’ category channels in the Cauvery, Vennar, Vellar river basins and
Kallanai canal command areas covering the districts of Thanjavur, Thiruvarur,
Nagapattinam, Mayiladuthurai, Cuddalore, Ariyalur, and Tiruchirappalli.

Scope of works: The works undertaken under the scheme are removal of weeds and shrubs
and desilting of ‘C’ and ‘D’ category irrigation channels.

C-Type Channels are the medium-sized distributary channels branching from larger
irrigation canals. It carries water to village-level or block-level fields.

D-Type Channels are the small, tail-end channels that directly deliver water to farmers’
fields. These channels are critical for ensuring equity in water distribution, especially in
delta regions.

Funding Source: State Plan Scheme
Subsidy: 100%

Contact: Revenue Division level Assistant Executive Engineer (AE) of the Agricultural
Engineering Department.

14.5 Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY-HKKO & PDM()

e In Tamil Nadu, the Agricultural Engineering Department is coordinating these
schemes (PM-RKVY, PM-KSY component like PMDC) with the officials of Agriculture,
Horticulture, and Sugar Departments.

e Micro-irrigation, particularly drip irrigation, is a highly efficient water management
technique for sugarcane cultivation, offering benefits like increased yield, reduced
water consumption & man power, and improved fertiliser use.

e Subsidy: Small and marginal farmers get 100% subsidy, and other category” farmers
get 75% subsidy.

e Beneficiary’s land area limits for the purpose of subsidy: Up to 2 ha per farmer for
small and marginal farmers, and up to 5 ha for other farmers.

e Example: Sugarcane- Subsidy @ X 97,245/ ha for adopting drip irrigation under wider
row planting (1.5 x 1.5 m). The maximum subsidy is limited to 5 ha/farmer (large
farmer category).

14.5.1 Supplementary water management activities

To promote micro irrigation technology among the farming community by creation of
water source for micro irrigation near farm gate, supplementary water management
activities are being undertaken through:

(a) Sinking of shallow tube wells/ Bore wells/ wells

(b) Installation of diesel pump set/ electric motor pump set
(c) Laying of conveyance pipes &

(d) Construction of water harvesting systems for individuals
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This component is implemented under the RKVY-PDMC by the Department of Agriculture
and Department of Horticulture & Plantation Crops. A joint inspection of the above listed,
completed components will be carried out by the Agricultural Engineering Department,
along with the Agriculture and Horticulture Department Block Officials.

14.5.2 Watershed Development Programme- A component of the PMKSY 2.0

e This programme is implemented under the Watershed Development Component of
Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (WDC-PMKSY 2.0)

e Aim: The scheme aims to enhance crop productivity and income of the village
community in the watersheds by optimal, integrated, sustainable and efficient use of
natural resources.

e Scheme area: coverage 303 watersheds in seven districts, namely Perambalur,
Thoothukudi, Dindigul, Krishnagiri, Ramanathapuram, Dharmapuri and
Virudhunagar, covering 1.35 lakh hectares in 303 watersheds.

e Period: The programme runs from 2021-22 to 2025-26, with an outlay of ¥300.73
crore

e The Tamil Nadu Watershed Development Agency (TAWDEVA) is the State Level Nodal
Agency for the implementation of the scheme.

e Activities: Natural resources development activities in eligible watershed
development works (on private/public lands) are undertaken. These works are
identified by the Committee in the Watershed Area.

= Farm pond

= Recharge structures

* Small, medium and large check dams
= Desilting tanks, ponds, canals

= Water diversion channels

= Village pond

e In the case of development works in the private lands, an amount of 5% of the cost
from the SC/ST farmers and 10% from other category farmers are charged.

e Subsidy: X 28,000 per hectare.

e Contact: The President, District Watershed Development Committee or the Joint
Director (Agriculture) or the Project Officer, District Watershed Development Agency
Director (Dharmapuri, Dindigul, Krishnagiri, Perambalur, Ramanathapuram,
Thoothukudi, and Virudhunagar districts).

14.5.3. Watershed Development Fund scheme assisted by National Bank for
Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD): This scheme is implemented through
Tamil Nadu Watershed Development Agency since 2004. It is funded by State Government
(with 50% loan) and NABARD (50% grant assistance).

14.6 Rainfed Area Development (RAD) / Dryland Development Scheme

1) RAD-Promotion of summer ploughing in rainfed areas
e Summer ploughing in rainfed area: 50% subsidy or @ X 800 per acre; Maximum
subsidy limited to X 2000/- per farmer.

2) RAD -Integrated Farming System (IFS)
¢ Funding Source: Centre State sharing 60:40.

e C(Cultivation of crops and fodder with rearing of milch cow, poultry, apiary, and
vermicompost production.

e C(Cluster-based approach: 20 ha or more area in one cluster has been selected in rainfed
areas, irrespective of the land holding area

e Subsidy X 30,000 per IFS unit for purchase of 1 milch cow or 9+1 goat.

e Subsidy also available for the purchase of vegetable seeds, cultivation of horticulture
crops, beekeeping and vermi compost units.

e The pattern of assistance for each IFS unit is @ 50% subsidy limited to X 30,000.
14.7 Rehabilitation of Open Irrigation Wells

Purpose: To maintain and protect open irrigation wells without protective walls, or wells
remain unsafe to animals and humans, or where the surrounding wall is damaged, broken,
or filled with soil. If such wells are properly repaired and maintained, it will improve their
utility and irrigation efficiency. Construction of protective walls and water-level-raising
structures around such wells is promoted in this scheme.

Subsidy: A subsidy of 50% or up to X 2.5 lakhs will be provided to individual farmers.
14.8 Scheme on Electric Motor Pump Set

Purpose: In this scheme, subsidy assistance is given for the purchase of a new electric
motor pump set for replacing the old ones or for the purchase of a new electric motor
pump set for newly created wells.

Eligibility: All farmers having agricultural lands up to 5 acres are eligible to apply for this
scheme.

Subsidy: Assistance is available for the purchase of Government approved 4 star rated
electric motor pump set or to replace the old, inefficient electric motor pump set with new
ones. 50% of the total cost for the purchase of an electric motor pump set, or a maximum
0fX 15,000/-, is provided as a subsidy to the farmers.

Funding pattern: 60:40 between Centre and State.

14.9 Special Area Development Programme

Objectives: To restore and protect the ecology through integrated watershed
management, to enhance agricultural productivity and to create sustainable livelihoods.
Funding Source: State Plan Scheme

Scheme Area:

1) Western Ghats: Hill areas and villages near forest areas of the Nilgiris, Coimbatore,
Erode, Tiruppur, Dindigul, Madurai, Theni, Virudhunagar, Tirunelveli, Tenkasi,
Kanyakumari districts
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2) Eastern Ghats: Hill areas and villages near forest areas of the Dharmapuri,
Krishnagiri, Salem, Namakkal, Erode, Kallakurichi, Dindigul, Tiruchirappalli,
Tirupattur, Vellore, and Tiruvannamalai districts.

Works undertaken

e Wire fencing check dams (Gobion check dam)
e Check dams

e Stream bank protection walls

e Landslide prevention works

e Creation / improvement of irrigation facilities
e Renovation of water harvesting structures.

Subsidies and Benefits:

1. All works in Community Land - 100% subsidy.
2. Forindividual farmers:

e Scheduled Tribes - 90% subsidy.

e Scheduled Castes - 80% subsidy.

e Other categories - 50% subsidy.

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(15) Other Schemes Implemented by the Departments of the Agriculture,
Horticulture, Agricultural Engineering

15.1 Agroforestry Scheme

e Funding Source: Centre State sharing 60:40.

e Subsidy for the establishment of forest nurseries: Small nursery of < 1 ha (Actual area
1 ha or less, but nursery area may be 0.5 ha) -Subsidy up to X 5 lakhs per nursery.

e Nurseries established under the Agroforestry scheme have to be Geo-Tagged in the
‘Krishimapper App’ of the Government of India.

e Seed source for raising Quality Planting Material (QPM) may be sourced from the
Forest Department, Forest College and Research Institute, TNAU.

e The emphasis shall be given for raising the site-specific, high-value, native tree species
such as Mahogany, Melia dubia, Red Sanders, Sandal, Rosewood, Teak, Neem, Pungam,
etc.

e The concerned Blocks ADAs will identify the eligible private nurseries and implement
the scheme.

e Thetree saplings raised in the Government nurseries will be distributed to the farmers
at 100% subsidy @ 160 saplings for general planting or 500 saplings for high density
planting (max: 2 ha per farmer) by the concerned District JD- Agriculture.

15.2 Crop Diversification Programme (CDP)

e Under this scheme, farmers are encouraged to cultivate vegetables as an alternative
crop to Tobacco.
e Subsidy of X 20,000 per ha per farmer, for a maximum of 2 ha will be given.

15.3 Crop Insurance Scheme

e Crops overed: Field crops such as Paddy (Thanjavur, Thiruvarur, Nagapattinam,
Ramanathapuram, Sivagangai, Ariyalur districts), Maize (Coimbatore, Salem, Erode,
Dindigul, Madurai districts), Cumbu and Cholam in dry districts, black gram, green
gram, red gram, ground nut (Villupuram, Thiruvannamalai districts), gingelly,
sunflower, cotton (Coimbatore, Virudhunagar, Salem, and Perambalur districts)
sugarcane and horticultural crops like banana, brinjal, tomato, onion, tapioca and
turmeric.

e The Central Government decides the premium paid by farmers for crop insurance
(under PM-FBY). The premiums paid by farmers are usually lower than the maximum
premium determined for a particular indemnity level of insurance. For example, the
premium paid by farmers for the Kharif season crop in TN is 2% of the total premium
determined for a crop; 1.5% for the Rabi season crop; and 5% for annual or perennial
horticultural crops.

e The remaining premiums are borne by the Central and State Governments on a 50:50
share basis. In Tamil Nadu, for irrigated districts, a -25% premium and for rainfed
districts - 30% premium are paid by the Central and State Governments.

15.4 Hill Farmers Development Scheme

The scheme is specifically designed for hill and upland farmers in Tamil Nadu and was
announced in the 2025-26 budget.

Outlay: 22.80 crores to cover 63,000 hill farmers in 20 districts

Eligible Area: 20 Districts - Tiruvannamalai, Nilgiris, Salem, Kallakurichi, Namakkal,
Tiruchirappalli, Dindigul, Tiruppattur, Tirunelveli, Vellore, Kanyakumari, Theni,
Tenkasi, Virudhunagar, Krishnagiri, Dharmapuri, Erode, Tiruppur, Villupuram,
Coimbatore

Modus operandi: By integrating various schemes of the Department of Agriculture,
Horticulture and Plantation crops, Agricultural marketing, Agri Business and
Agricultural Engineering.

Focused crops and activities:

a) Minor millets cultivation (e.g., varagu, thinai, etc.)
b) Expansion of hill vegetables

c) Value-addition of agricultural produce

d) Integrated farming systems

e) Micro-irrigation

f) Farm mechanisation

g) Distribution of farm inputs (seeds, fertilisers, etc.)

This scheme will also provide Kisan credit cards to the beneficiaries to help them to
obtain farm credit and finance.

15.5 Kisan Credit Card

Under this scheme, farmers are given collateral free loan up to 31.60 lakh based on the
extent of land holding and the extent of crop.

Nationalised Banks, Co-operative Banks and Regional Rural Banks in Tamil Nadu are
issuing KCC.

15.6 Soil Health Card Scheme

Earlier it was covered under the NADP, and then under the RKVY and now KAVIADS.
Soil samples are collected in a particular field once every 3 years.

[t is planned to collect, analyse and distribute 4 lakh soil health cards during 2025-26
at the cost of X 300 per soil sample.

Soil Sampling and Health Card demonstration and awareness campaign under KAVI-
ADS: @ 5 demos per Block at the cost of X 5,000/ per demo (1,150 demos in 21
districts).

To create awareness among school children on soil health, 2 State Government
Schools and 1 PM Shri KV School will be selected for implementing the Soil Health Card
Programme.
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15.7 State Horticulture Development Scheme (SHDS)

Coconut area expansion: Subsidy 50% or X 12,000/ha per farmer for a maximum of 2
ha per farmer.

Ber area expansion: Subsidy 40% or X 18,000/ha per farmer for a maximum of 2 ha
per farmer.

Loose flower area expansion: Subsidy 40% or X 18,000/ha per farmer for a maximum
of 2 ha per farmer.

Vertical gardening and Roof Gardening for area expansion of horticulture crops-
Distribution of terrace garden kits containing 6 kinds of vegetable seeds, polybags, coir
pith, biofertilizers, biopesticides and neem oil- 50% subsidy or X 450 per family,
maximum 2 kits per family.

Distribution of vegetable seeds- fruit plants sapling kits: 6 vegetables (tomato, brinjal,
chilli, okra, cluster bean and green vegetables) and 3 orchard plants (Guava, papaya
and lemon) will be distributed at 75% subsidy.

Promotion of hi-tech protected cultivation methods.

Promotion of intercropping; Seeds of cowpea will be given free of cost to promote
intercropping in coconut. Subsidy @ 50% is available for farmers growing nutmeg,
banana or bush pepper or intercropping in Jack fruit plantation.

Establishment of low-cost onion storage structures

Chillies cultivation after removal of Prosopis tree: 40% subsidy or X 12,000/ha per
farmer for a maximum of 2 ha per farmer.

Establishment of cottage mushroom units.

Promotion of traditional vegetable cultivation: Launched in 2025-26 to encourage
farmers to cultivate traditional varieties of vegetables. Cultivation of traditional
vegetable varieties such as Manaparrai Kathari, Sillukodi Kathari, Kulasai Kathari,
Periya Kollampatti Kathari, Tharuvai Thakkali, Manjalkudam Thakkali, Anaikomban
Vendai, Sivappu Vendai, Siragu Avarai and Mukkuthi Avarai will be encouraged.
Subsidy for area expansion- 40% or X 2,400/ha per farmer for a maximum of two ha
per farmer.

Special Schemes:

(i) Special scheme for jasmine: In the districts of Madurai, Dharmapuri, Thiruvallur,
Salem, Dindigul, Thiruvannamalai, Krishnagiri and Erode.

(ii) Special scheme for scented rose cultivation: In Tamil Nadu, scented roses are
cultivated widely in an area of 9,600 acres in Krishnagiri, Dharmapuri,
Tiruvannamalai, Salem, Dindigul and Tirupattur districts.

(ii) Special scheme for spices and condiments: Cultivation of important spices like
pepper, coriander, chillies, nutmeg, cloves, cinnamon, garlic, ginger and turmeric will
be promoted.

15.8 Sugarcane Development Scheme

Incentive Cane Price: Incentive of X 349 per ton of cane, so the total price will be X 3,500
per ton for the 2024-25 season.

Micro-irrigation scheme: Drip and Sprinkler irrigation will be promoted to increase
water use efficiency. For the setting up of drip irrigation in sugarcane fields, 100%
subsidy is extended to small and marginal farmers and 75% subsidy to other farmers.
Special financial assistance of X32,715 to 343,534 per ha is given to farmers from the
State fund for the procurement of equipment required for installing drip irrigation.

Sugarcane Harvesters: So far, 119 harvesters have been provided till 2023-24.

Infrastructure development in sugar mills: In Cooperative (12 Nos) and public sector
(2 mills) sugar mills, works such as construction of cement concrete sugarcane yard
for easy operation of sugarcane-loaded vehicles, installation of Hydraulic tipplers for
unloading mechanically harvested sugarcane loads, and modernising weigh bridges

15.9 TN Cotton Production Enhancement Scheme

This Scheme has been in force since 2021-22.

Subsidy of X 2,400/acre (100% subsidy) for farmers adopting high density planting
system (HDPS).

Adoption of ecologically benign IPM- subsidy X 1960/acre
Distribution of micronutrient at 75% subsidy or X 500/acre.

Hiring charges for drone spray: X 500/acre or 50% subsidy, whichever is lesser.

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(16) Animal Husbandry and Dairy Development Schemes

16.1 Animal Husbandry Schemes

The Animal Husbandry scheme is implemented by the Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare
Department, Tamil Nadu. This scheme offers 50 to 75% subsidy to SC/ST and Tribal
beneficiaries for purchase of sheep units, milch animals, and calves.

Another Animal Husbandry scheme is implemented by the Department of Co-
operation, Food, and Consumer Protection, Tamil Nadu. The Primary Agriculture
Cooperative and Rural Development Banks offer loan for the purchase of 2 buffaloes
@ X 20,000; Loan for purchasing 21 goats @ X 24,500. The interest rate for the loan
is 14.5 to 16.5% (subject to revision). This scheme is open to all farmers residing in
Tamil Nadu engaged in animal husbandry.

16.2 Mini Dairy Scheme

The scheme is implemented through  Tamil Nadu  Cooperative
Milk Producers’ Federation Limited (TN-CMPF) and 27 Milk Producers Co-operative
Unions.

The objective of the scheme is to help milk producers to establish/expand mini dairy
units (i.e., 4-6 milch animals) with financial support (bank loan + interest subsidy) +
technical support (insurance, training, fodder inputs) for sustainable dairy farming.

This scheme is implemented for milk producers who, by providing bank loan facilities
with interest subsidy, can engage in sustainable dairy farming.

Beneficiary must be a regular member of any of the 27 Milk Producers Co-operative
Unions or a member of a Milk Producers’ Co-operative Society, should already
maintain at least one milch animal and produce milk, must have a bank account in the
society’s bank for milk payment transfers, and must be between 21 and 60 years.

Priority is given for the milk-pouring members registered under the Thayumanavar
Scheme, those owning or leasing a minimum of 0.50 acres of land, women milk
producers, and SC/ST and tribal farmers.

Maximum loan amount is X 2.7 lakh for the mini dairy unit (4 milch animals). The loan
is provided by a bank, with an interest subsidy component (via cooperative union +
federation).

Along with the loan, the scheme provides Cattle insurance for the newly purchased
animals for up to 3 years, Fodder seed/material support and training for dairy farm
management.

(https://tnahr.co.in/ONLINE). Documents required are Aadhaar card, PAN card,
family card, bank passbook, passport-size photos, land documents (Chitta & Adangal),
society membership proof.
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16.3 Mobile Veterinary Unit (MVU)

The scheme was inaugurated by the Hon’ble CM on 20t August 2024.

The Mobile Veterinary Unit (MVU) scheme provides veterinary services to remote
areas, covering two villages per day as per a scheduled programme. Farmers can
request doorstep veterinary care through the toll-free number 1962.

Each MVU covers approximately one lakh livestock and equipped with diagnostic
tools, minor surgery equipment, and audio-visual aids.

Each MVU team consists of one veterinarian, one para-veterinarian, and one driver-
cum-attendant.

16.4 National Livestock Mission (NLM)

The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Government of India, is
implementing the restructured National Livestock Mission since 2021-22.

The mission is implemented in Tamil Nadu through the Tamil Nadu Livestock
Development Agency, to promote entrepreneurship and improve breeds in poultry,
sheep, goat, and piggery, along with feed and fodder development.

Individuals, FPOs, SHGs, Farmers Cooperative Organisations (FCOs), Joint Liability
Groups (JLGs) can apply for assistance through the NLM Entrepreneurship Scheme by
submitting an online application, which is screened by the State Level Executive
Committee (SLEC). Based on the recommendation, the Department of Animal
Husbandry and Dairying (DAHD) then approve the subsidy, and funds are disbursed.

The subsidy details of the National Livestock Mission - Entrepreneur Development

16.5 Rashtriya Gokul Mission (RGM)

This is a centrally sponsored scheme.

As part of the Nationwide Free Artificial Insemination Programme (NAIP),
strengthening the frozen semen production station at Hosur, Ooty and Eachenkottai is
being undertaken. Free artificial insemination is implemented in the districts of
Chennai, Cuddalore, Kancheepuram, Nagapattinam, Pudukkottai, Ramanathapuram,
Salem, Sivagangai, The Nilgiris, Thiruvallur, Tiruvannamalai, Villupuram, and
Virudhunagar at the Farmers’ doorstep with semen from High Genetic Merit Bulls.

Further, to increase heifer (female) calf production, ‘production and supply of gender
sorted bovine semen’is implemented in Coimbatore, Erode, Kanyakumari, Krishnagiri,
Madurai, Namakkal, Perambalur, Ranipettai, Thanjavur, The Nilgiris, Tiruchirappalli,
Tirunelveli, Tirupattur, Thoothukudi and Vellore Districts.

Farmers are charged X175/- for the first Artificial Insemination with gender sorted
semen, and in case of animals not conceiving on the first Al, the second Al would be
charged at X 150. The probability of the birth of a female calf is > 85%.

16.6 State Fodder Development Schemes (SFDS)

This scheme aims to increase fodder availability for livestock by distributing fodder seeds,
slips, and tree saplings to the farmers. Also supports farmers and livestock entrepreneurs
by providing equipment for fodder cutting and infrastructure for fodder cultivation,
processing, and storage. Individual farmers, Self-help groups (SHGs), Farmer Producer
Organisations (FPOs), Cooperative societies and Section 8 companies are eligible to apply
and get assistance. Subsidy details are given below.

a) Distribution of power-driven chaff cutters: The cost of power operated chaff cutter is

about X 29,000 to 30,750. Small and marginal farmers will get a 50 per cent subsidy,
so assistance of X 14,500 to 15,375 is given per farmer for one chaff cutter.

b) Establishing Fodder Cultivation Infrastructure: It includes silage pits, drying yards,

and storage sheds. Subsidy of up to 50% on capital cost, capped at X 50 lakhs, is
available.

c) Fodder Crop Production Support: Encouragement for growing high-yield fodder

crops- 50% subsidy, but varies depending on crop and area. To promote
intercropping of fodder in plantation/orchards, incentives of X 3,000 per acre are
given. Also, seeds of fodder crops (Fodder sorghum varieties Redchari, CoFS 31,
Cowpea-DC 15, Velimasal, Cumbu-Napier hybrids - CO 4 and CO 5), along with
fertiliser at 50% subsidy, are given to livestock farmers in Tamil Nadu.

16.7 The Rural Backyard Poultry / Backyard Poultry Development Scheme

This scheme in Tamil Nadu aims to provide livelihoods for rural women through
poultry farming, offering training and financial support.
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e Under the scheme, eligible women receive native chicks and assistance for building a
backyard shed, with beneficiaries selected by the Tamil Nadu State Rural Livelihood
Mission (TNSRLM).

e The scheme is implemented by the Department of Animal Husbandry and TNSRLM.
Beneficiaries receive training in backyard poultry rearing from veterinary doctors,
besides getting 4-week-old chicks.

e The subsidy / financial assistance varies- 100% (borne by the central and state
governments) or 50% subsidy on the cost of works and other paraphernalia.

e During the financial year 2025-26, 74 Backyard Poultry clusters (group of 20 women)
will be established @ 2 per district in all districts of Tamil Nadu except Chennai.
Selected members should be willing to contribute a minimum of X 1000/- as a
membership fee. Each member of the cluster will rear 100 healthy chicks. The supply
of chicks to them will be done in two phases: Phase 1: 50 chicks, Phase 2: 50 chicks
(after one month). An amount of X3 lakhs will be released to each cluster.

e In addition, 4-week-old native chicks - 40 chicks are given at 50% subsidy to the rural
poor/ destitute women and X 1600/woman as back ended subsidy.

16.8 Vallalar Palluyir Kaappagangal

e This programme was announced during the FY 2022-23.

e NGO/Animal Welfare Organizations are involved in this programme to support the
following activities.

1. Feedingand medical treatment for abandoned, sheltered, and injured pet and stray
animals.

2. Providing ambulance to Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (SPCAs)
/AWOs / NGOs to ensure that emergency Veterinary care is provided at all times
for the animals in distress.

3. Providing infrastructure, including the provision of shelters on a scientific basis in
the name of ‘Vallalar Palluyir Kaapagangal'.

4. Animal Birth Control (ABC) and Immunisation Program for stray and pet dogs and
cats.

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(17) Fisheries Development and Fishermen Welfare Schemes

17.1 Fishermen Welfare Schemes

1) Support to societies: The Tamil Nadu State Apex Fisheries Co-operative Federation
Limited (TAFCOFED) offers credit support, marketing support, and equipment to fisheries
cooperative societies.

2) Skill Development and Extension: Training programmes are offered to the fisherman
and entrepreneurs through the Fisheries Staff Training Institute and Extension Services
to improve their technical know-how.

3) National Scheme for Welfare of Fishermen: This is a government-backed scheme
aids in constructing houses for fishermen, providing a base area of up to 35 sqm at a cost
not exceeding X 2.4 lakhs.

4) Supply of tax-exempted diesel: The mechanised boat fishermen can avail subsidised
diesel from the TAFCOFED, subject to a maximum of 19,000 litres per boat per year
(during active fishing months), and motorised country craft can avail a maximum of 4,400
lit per boat per year.

5) Supply of subsidised industrial kerosene to traditional motorised boats:
TAFCOFED is supplying kerosene to fishermen through 13 Primary Fishermen
Cooperative Societies @ X 25/- per litre, subject to a maximum of 370 litres per month
per boat.

6) Supply of Outboard Motors or Inboard Engines under the Programme on
Motorisation of Traditional Crafts: This is a Centrally sponsored scheme. Subsidy of X
48,000 or 40% of the cost of the engine, whichever is less is given.

7) Supply of Life Jackets to Motorised Country Crafts: Subsidy is 75% of the cost of the
life jacket.

8) Daily relief assistance to the families of missing fishermen while fishing and
those apprehended by neighbouring countries: X 350/day or X 10,500/month for the
family of fishermen.

9) To procure new Tuna Long liner-cum-Gill Netter boats: 50% subsidy or X 30 lakh
per boat.

10) Construction of FRP Boat with accessories: Financial assistance under this
Centrally sponsored scheme- to replace traditional or wooden boats-40% subsidy of X 2.0
lakh (60% for SC/ST and Women).

11) Supply of Two Wheelers with Ice Boxes for Retail Marketing: 25% subsidy is
given by the TAFCOFED.

Note: Few more welfare schemes are given under section 3.5.
17.2 Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana (PMMSY)

About the PMMSY: The Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana (PMMSY) is a flagship
scheme launched by the Government of India in 2020 (extended till 2025-26), focusing on
(i) increasing production and productivity, (ii) modernisation of infrastructure, (iii)
improve quality and traceability across the entire value chain, and (iv) establishing a
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strong fisheries management framework to support the socio-economic welfare of fishers
and fish farmers.

Funding Pattern and Assistance: The PMMSY is an umbrella scheme with two separate
components, viz., (a) Central Sector Scheme (CS): Fully funded and implemented by the
Central Government and (b) Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS): Partially supported by
the Central Government and implemented by the states. The fund sharing pattern for CSS
is 60: 40 between Centre and States (90:10 for NE States and 100% by Centre in UT. The
Scheme provides activity-based grants directly to beneficiaries through the Direct Benefit
Transfer (DBT) mechanism.

PMMSY implementation in Tamil Nadu

1) Infrastructure development: Upgradation of the Pazhayar fishing harbour in
Chennai; construction of four integrated fish landing centres at Nettukuppam,
Thazankuppam, Arangankuppam, and Goonankuppam; approval for projects including
40 ice plants, 1,528 post-harvest transportation facilities, 3 fish retail markets, and 55 fish
vending kiosks; establishment of climate-resilient coastal villages with infrastructure like
disaster-resilient housing. The State also proposed a Rs 120 crore project to secure five
coastal villages in Mayiladuthurai district with river training walls, groynes, and canal
dredging to protect landing facilities.

2) Beneficiary-focused activities: Promoting seaweed farming with subsidy support for
rafts, monoline, and seed material; supporting fish farmers and fishermen, including
women and women self-help groups, with training and financial assistance; providing
financial aid of up to 60% of the unit cost for women beneficiaries in various activities like
fish farming, hatcheries, and fish processing; extensive insurance coverage for licensed
fishermen against death, disability, and hospitalization.

Welfare package: In April 2025, the State government announced a package of Rs 576
crore for fishers, including seaweed farming, cage fish & crab farming, value-added
products, net weaving & repair, boat building, and non-marine livelihood alternatives.

Marketing and support infrastructure: Tamil Nadu Fisheries Development
Corporation (TNFDC) supports fish seed production, feed mill, subsidised
diesel/kerosene supply for fishing crafts, ornamentals, etc. Assistance is also available for
setting up fish feed mills to support aquaculture operations.

3) Climate resilience: Incorporating initiatives like seaweed cultivation and artificial
reefs to make the sector more climate-resilient; addressing climate change impacts
through sustainable practices and the promotion of climate-resilient fishing villages.

How to apply for the scheme?

1) The interested beneficiaries need to prepare a detailed project report (DPR) that
includes: species of fish to be cultured, capital and recurring costs, proof of land
ownership or a registered lease for at least seven years, employment and production
benefits, and a timeline for implementation. Submit the DPR to the District Fisheries Office
for further processing.

2) The beneficiaries can get government assistance as follows:

a) For ponds: An individual can receive support for up to 2 units of 0.1 hectare; Groups
or Societies can get support as 2 units of 0.1 ha multiplied by the number of members
of the group/society, with a ceiling of 20 units of 0.1 ha per group
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b) For tanks (commonly referring to smaller, intensive systems like Biofloc tanks,
Recirculating Aquaculture System tanks, or lined tanks for high-density farming):
An individual can receive support for one large, one medium, or one small tank
setup. Groups or Societies can receive support for up to 2 large, 3 medium, or 4
small tank setups. The subsidy is generally:
* 40% of the unit cost for general category beneficiaries.
*  60% of the unit cost for SC/ST/Women beneficiaries.

Key assistance details for tank-based activities:

1. Biofloc Technology Tanks (Common Intensive Tank Setup)

Small Biofloc Unit: Typically 7 tanks (each 4m diameter, 1.5m height).

o Unit cost: X7.5 lakh.

o Subsidy: X3 lakh (40%) for general; 4.5 lakh (60% for SC/ST/Women).
Medium Biofloc Unit: Larger setups (e.g., 25-30 tanks or equivalent capacity).

o Unit cost: Up to X25-50 lakh depending on configuration.
o Subsidy: 40-60% as above.

Freshwater Biofloc Tanks (including inputs like liners, aerators): Unit cost ~314 lakh
per 0.1 ha equivalent.

o Subsidy: Up to X5.6 lakh (general) or X8.4 lakh (SC/ST/Women).
Brackish/Saline Biofloc Tanks: Higher unit cost ~X18 lakh per 0.1 ha.

o Subsidy: Up to X7.2 lakh (general) or ¥10.8 lakh (SC/ST/Women).
2. Recirculating Aquaculture System (RAS) Tanks

Small RAS: 1 tank (minimum 100m? capacity) or equivalent Biofloc.
o Unit cost: X7.5 lakh.
o Subsidy: X3 lakh (40%) or 4.5 lakh (60%).
Medium RAS: 4-6 tanks (minimum 30-50m? each, ~4-10 tonne/crop capacity).
o Unit cost: X20-25 lakh.
o Subsidy: X8-10 lakh (40%) or X12-15 lakh (60%).

17.3 Schemes for Inland Fisheries & Aquaculture

Freshwater Finfish hatcheries and Biofloc Systems: Financial assistance is provided for
constructing hatcheries, rearing ponds, grow-out ponds, and biofloc systems to promote
intensive aquaculture.

Biofloc farming is a sustainable aquaculture method that uses microorganisms to convert
waste into protein-rich food for fish.In this system, a high-density culture of
shrimp/fishes are maintained with minimal to zero water exchange by using strong
aeration and creating a beneficial microbial community known as ‘biofloc’. These flocs,
composed of bacteria, fungi, algae, and other organic matter, break down and convert
waste products like ammonia, unused feed, and faeces into a protein-rich supplemental
feed for the animals.
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Re-Circulatory Aquaculture Systems (RAS): Support/Subsidy is given for setting up RAS
units to ensure efficient water use and high-density fish farming.

Genetically Improved Farmed Tilapia (GIFT) Hatcheries: Hatcheries for genetically
improved fast-growing Tilapia (Jilebi Meen) have been established in Krishnagiri,
Cuddalore, and Kancheepuram Districts.

Murrel hatchery: The Fishery Department established, for the first time in Tamil Nadu, a
Murrel Hatchery (Viral meen) at Lalpet Fish Farm in Cuddalore under the World Bank-
funded TNIAMP Scheme and with the ttechnical guidance from the ICAR-CIFWA,
Bhubaneswar.

Under the Scheme on ‘Subsidy Assistance to Inland fishermen for the purchase of fishing
implements (State-funded)’, fishing nets and coracles were procured and distributed to
fishermen.

Stocking fish seeds in Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department tanks: One crore
fish fingerlings will be stocked during 2025-26 in 5,000 ha of panchayat tanks, at 2,000
nos/ha at a total cost of X 75 lakh (Under the Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
Department). This initiative will provide high-protein fish food at a low cost to the rural
population and increase the fish production in rural areas of Tamil Nadu.

Ornamental Fish Culture: Establishment of 56 ornamental fish units: Subsidy will be
provided. Ornamental Fish Trade Centre will be established at Kolathur, Chennai.

17.4 Schemes for Marine Fisheries

Deep Sea Fishing Vessels: Subsidies for replacing traditional boats with deep-sea fishing
vessels to reduce pressure on coastal resources.

Mariculture Initiatives: Mariculture is a sector of aquaculture that involves the rearing
of aquatic organisms under controlled or semi-controlled conditions in coastal and
offshore waters. Mariculture activities such as Seaweed Culture, Open Sea Cage Culture
have been successfully taken up by the State as an alternate livelihood measures to the
coastal fisherfolk. Subsidy given for the establishment of marine finfish nursery rearing
units at Mayiladuthurai and Ramanathapuram districts. This scheme is supported by the
Government of India.

About 2000 families are involved in seaweed farming (particularly Kappaphychus) in
seven districts, namely Nagapattinam, Thiruvarur, Thanjavur, Pudukkottai,
Ramanathapuram, Thoothukudi and Kanyakumari. Tamil Nadu Government support for
seaweed farming includes the supply of inputs and procurement and distribution of rafts.

Open Sea Cage Culture mainly focus on farming marine species such as finfish and
shellfish, in large floating cages that are placed in open sea or offshore waters. Cages have
been provided to coastal fisherfolk under various schemes.

Sea Ranching of economically important and high-value finfish and shellfish is another
activity carried out by the Fisheries Department near shore areas to replenish the fishery
stock. Ranching of marine fish seeds is undertaken in the locations where the artificial
reefs have been deployed through the Sea ranching programme.
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17.5 Schemes for Reservoir Development

The Government of Tamil Nadu has allocated X11.08 crore under the Integrated
Development of Reservoirs scheme to promote cage culture in inland reservoirs and to
establish alternate livelihoods for fishers. This initiative is expected to increase fish
production in inland water bodies and boost the income of fishers and fish farmers.

18.1 Aavin Plus and Aavin Covai

These are the mobile apps related to supply of milk and milk products to the general
public.

The Aavin Plus allows users to order Aavin dairy products like milk, curd, butter, and
ghee, and schedule deliveries.

It functions as a one-stop shop for dairy needs, allowing users to browse, select, and
schedule orders for home delivery

Aavin: Covai- By using this mobile app, Coimbatore’s general public and Aavin booth
agents can purchase milk and milk products online from the comfort of their homes.

18.2 AgriStack / Tamil Nadu Farmers’ Registry

AgriStack is a digital agricultural data platform being developed by the Government of
India and adopted by Tamil Nadu. It creates a unified farmer database for farmers that
links each farmer to a unique Farmer ID. This ID connects them to various government
schemes (PM-KISAN, insurance, credit, inputs, markets), subsidies, insurance, and
advisory services via a single window, leveraging data like land records, KYC, etc.

Key features

Digital Initiative: Joint effort by State & Central Governments to build a unified farmer
database.

Farmer ID: Each farmer gets a unique ID for easy access to schemes (PM-KISAN,
insurance, credit, inputs, markets).

Unified Digital Platform: Centralizes farmer info (Aadhaar, land, bank details) under
one system.

Single Window Access: All services and benefits available through one platform.

Data Sources: Uses land records, Aadhaar/KYC, soil health, and other details for better
service delivery.

Improved Scheme Access: Enables direct benefit transfers (DBT), easier credit, quality
inputs, localized advice, and market linkages.

Data-Driven Insights: Supports farm management with soil, water, and climate data;
encourages Agri-Tech innovation.

Awareness Campaigns: Tamil Nadu Agriculture Department is conducting drives for
100% farmer enrollment.

Plot-wise Coverage: Ensures every farmer and every landholding is included, so no one
misses benefits.

Registration: Farmers register via the TNFR portal (tnfr.agristack.gov.in) or
authorized centers, submitting land survey numbers and personal details.

18.3 Bharat Sanjeevani

It is a digital livestock management and veterinary healthcare platform, launched as
a flagship Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) initiative by Bharat Financial
Inclusion Limited (BFIL), a subsidiary of IndusInd Bank.
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This App is being used various state governments such as Jharkhand, Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Karnataka, Maharashtra, and Telangana.

In 2025, this mobile app was launched in Tamil Nadu collaboration with AAVIN and
Tamil Nadu Co-operative Milk Producers’ Federation Limited (TNCMPFL).

Through this App essential veterinary services and animal husbandry information are
provided to the livestock owners associated with AAVIN.

A toll-free helpline (1800-425-2577) has also been introduced to assist dairy
farmers across Tamil Nadu.

18.4 e-NAM

The app is part of the larger e-NAM online platform, which aims to create a national
market for agricultural produce by providing a common platform for farmers, traders,
and other stakeholders.

Many mandis in TN are integrated with the e-NAM portal. Therefore, the mobile app
can be used by regulated mandis for knowing price & arrival information and remote
bidding.

The mobile app has limited features compared to the web version. So, readers are
requested to check the website for more details.

18.5 e-Thottam

e-Thottam is a mobile App released by the Tamil Nadu Horticulture Department
(https://ethottam.in/)

This App is designed to benefit the farmers, consumers and traders by connecting
them on one platform.

The App will also help farmers to grow horticultural crops such as vegetables, fruits
and others. It contains a variety of information, especially for those who want to do
gardening on the rooftop or in the backyard of their house

This will be useful for farmers for the sale of fruits/vegetables and kits to consumers
and traders.

Mobile phone users with Android and iOS operating systems can download and use
this App from google play store or apple store.

18.6 e-Vaadagai

e-Vaadagai Service is a feature /component in the Uzhavar mobile app and or
Aagricultural engineering Department portal (https://aed.tn.gov.in).

This app helps facilitate farmers to book the required agricultural machinery and
implements from anywhere and to pay advance hire charges online.

It also contains details on farm machinery of state-owned and private person/ firm
available for rent, rental rates and availability, etc.

18.7 FARMS
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FARMS- FARm Machinery Solutions is a multi-language Mobile App developed by the
Department of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India.

This app may be downloaded from the Google Play Store. See the details on the website
https://agrimachinery.nic.in/Index/farmsapp

This app facilitates farmers and citizens of different States across the country to know
the Custom hiring services of Farm Machinery Banks (FMBs), Custom Hiring Centres
(CHCs) and Hi-tech Hubs established under the various Schemes of M/o A & FW,
Government of India, without any computer support system.

Individual farmers who are willing to provide their agricultural machinery &
equipment on a rental basis can register their details in the app to increase their
business.

This app will provide a platform for the sale and purchase of old agricultural
machinery to farmers also.

18.8 GRAINS

GRAIN- Grower Online Registration of Agriculture Inputs System is a web portal
(https://grains.tn.gov.in) developed by the Government of Tamil Nadu.

This portal serves as a single point of contact for farmers to apply for benefits like crop
loans, disaster relief, and incentives from various departments (e.g., agriculture,
horticulture, and disaster response). This will eliminate the need for them to visit
multiple offices and submit multiple forms.

It enables easy application for benefits such as crop loans, incentives for crops like
paddy and sugarcane, and relief assistance.

This portal collects and digitises farmer details, including Aadhaar and bank account
information. Records land details, ownership, and crop cultivation information.

GRAINS is accessible via smartphones, tablets, and desktop PCs. Designed for easy and
one-time registration.

It allows farmers to report calamities directly from their dashboard.

18.9 Meengal

This is a government-backed mobile application of the Tamil Nadu Fisheries
Development Corporation (TNFDC) for ordering fresh seafood online.

The app currently serves customers in Chennai but plans to expand across Tamil
Nadu.

Users can browse and purchase a variety of fish and seafood from both government-
run stalls and mobile stalls.

18.10 Tamil Mannvalam Portal

This portal (https://tnagriculture.in/mannvalam/soils/) was developed exclusively
for the farmers to know the survey number-wise soil nutrient status, suitable fertiliser
recommendation and the respective crop suitability for their land based on the soil
test results.
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Farmers can register on the Website by providing details such as their district, block,
village, survey number, and subdivision number.

The portal provides soil fertility status for the registered land, survey number-wise.

Farmers can download their Soil Health Card in an electronic format through the
portal.

The portal can be accessed via computers or mobile phones, making the information
readily available to farmers.

Soil test results of 40 lakh survey numbers are available in the portal.

18.11 Thoondil

The Department of Fisheries and Fishermen Welfare, Tamil Nadu, in association with
the National Centre for Coastal Research (NCCR), Ministry of Earth Sciences (MoES),
has created the mobile application

THOONDIL is a WebGIS-based Decision Support System for monitoring the
movements of fishing vessels and registering the crews venturing for fishing.

This app assists the fishermen by dispensing vital information on real-time
positioning, navigation to safe locations, facility to mark fishing grounds, Potential
Fishing Zones (PFZ), weather forecast and fishing trip records, etc.

The app includes an SOS feature for emergencies, live boat tracking, and can be used
to report incidents.

18.12 Uzhavar

The Uzhavar mobile app (formerly Uzhavan) was developed by the Agriculture &
Farmers Welfare Department, Government of Tamil Nadu.

The app is aimed at providing farmers with real-time and consolidated information on
a variety of services, including government schemes, crop insurance status, seed and
fertiliser availability, market prices, and weather forecasts.

This app will be useful to farmers to manage their activities more effectively and plan
for potential issues like seasonal adversities and natural calamities.

Crop insurance: Users can register for schemes and check their application status until
compensation is received.
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Input availability: Details on the stock of seeds and fertilisers at government, private,
and cooperative outlets.

Market prices: Real-time information on prevailing market prices from various
regulated markets.

Farm machinery: Information on available machinery at Customer Hiring Centres.

Weather forecast: Weather advisories and forecasts to help farmers plan their
cultivation.

Extension services: Information on the visits of extension officers to their villages.
Registration: Farmers can register to avail the benefits of government schemes.

Other services: Includes information on organic products, FPO products, pest/disease
monitoring, and feedback options, among other things.
